Union Labor Men Discuss Man for

Mayoralty Nomination

While the powers of the union labor
party are studying the situation and
preparing to frame & program the rank
and file and the lesser lights of the
organization are {rying to figure out a
winner for the head of the ticket. Some
of the radicals can not think of any
other name but Schmitz. They remem-
ber that the man who is now the most
prominent inmate of the big house on
the Ingleside road led them to victory
three times and gave the party that
nominated him a generous share of the
municipal patronage.

The anomalous position of a candi-
date separated from the voters by iron
bars does not seem to enter into the
calculations of the Schmitz partisans.
They recall his triumph two years ago
when the republicans and the demo-
cratg fused in an effort to beat him
and argue that all the workingmen
and all the representatives of private
and corporate interésts which have re-
ceived favors from his administration
will support him regardless of his con-
viction of a felony and his long string
of untried indictments,

On the other hand, a considerable
number of workingmen and union labor
politiciane declare that Schmitz should
be ignored. They go even further and
say that neither Thomas F. Eagan nor
any other man who has been prominent
in the councils of the party during the
S_chItz term now drawing to a close
should be nominated. To their mind a
winner can be found only by reaching
out and taking up some popular em-
ployer of labor with a considerable
personal following among the unorgan-
ized members of society. Among the
men put in such & list of eligibles are
Former Sheriff Richard I. Whelan and
Former Sheriff Charles S. Laumeister,
the first named & democrat and the lat.
ter a republican. Neither of the two
is seeking the nomination and no one
has ventured to say that they would

| accept if it were offered to them, but

their names may be mentioned at head-
quarters when the leaders of the union
labor party begin to holg conferences
on the mayoralty question.

Another eligible, who is looked upon
as more of a possibility than either
Whelan or Laumeister., {8 former
treasurer John E. McDougald, who
submerged by the union Ila-
bor tidal wave of two vears ago. Me-
Dougald would = like the  republican
nontination for mayor, but his chance
of obtalning that prize went glimmer-
ing when the friends of Postmaster
Fisk met overwhelming defeat in the
primary election last Tuesday.

gald was treasurer of that organiza-
tion. Whether McDougald is willing
to change his party brand is not
known, but it i®= known that he is ex-
tremely anxious to run for mayor.

The probable composition of the un-
fon labor ticket for supervisors is also
being discussed, but no plan of action
has yet been outlined. Leaders and
followers all agree, however, that the
next collection of supervisorial nomi-
nees must be a big improvement over
the last. Thus far the only men selec-
ted are O. A, Tveitmoe and J. J. O'Neill,
who are now supervisors, holding office
under appointments made by Schmitz.
No objection to giving them the party
nomination has been raised and the
delegates look upon them as certain-
ties. Of the other 16 it is possible that
only eight will be members of labor
unions and that the rest of the places
will be given to businesg men recom-
mended by improvement ilubs.

City Attorney W. G. Burke wants a
renomination from the union labor par-
ty. He would also likée the democratic
nomination. Police Judge Cabaniss,
who had two nominations when he was
elected, may be dealt a like pair this
vear, as both democrats and union la-
borités seem disposed to name him
again.
