The Pacific Coast steamship company
of photo-
graphs of its new twin screw llner Gov-
ernor, now on {its way here for serv-
ice between this port and Puget sound.
The plctures were taken during the
trial trlp and show that the Gov-
ernor will be a handsome addition to
the coasting fleet. In size the Governor
is twin sister to the President, but is
equipped with twin screws and some-
thing more of luxury in the way of
passenger accommodations.

The Governor was built by the New
York ship building company at Cam-
den, N. J.,, and left Camden August 9
for this port. Like the President, the
Governor is equipped with~ wireless
telegraph apparatus, and is bringing

out wireless outfits for the steamers/

Queen, City of Puebla, Umatilla, State
of California and Santa Rosa.

The Governor is 417 feet in length
over all, and has a molded breadth of
48 feet. The liner has six decks, and
in addition to having extensive pas-
senger accommodations Is equipped
with modern devices for the rapid
handling of the big cargo that it will
carry.

The hull of the liner is constructed
entirely of steel and it was built under
the rules and survey of the American
bureau of shipping. The vessel |Is
classed Al for 20 years. The Governor
is fitted with a complete douple bot-

tom, which extends all the way fore
and aft, and is carried well up on the
bilges and raised at the ends. Thege
are nine water tight bulkheads.

The passeénger accommodations are
arranged for comfort and are scientl-
fically ventilated, so as to Iinsure a
good supply of fresh air In all kinds
of weather. There are two suites, in-
cluding bedroom, sitting room and
bathroom. Omne suite is furnished in
mahogany and the other in quartered
cak. Wide decks provide ample room
for promenading, and a library, writing
rooms, smoking room and music room
insure comfort for passengers, who
prefer to spend thelr time Indoors.

The Governor has two triple expan-
sion éngines, with surface condensers
and high ' pressure cylinders 25%
inches In dlameter, intermediate cylin-
ders 4014 inches and low pressure
cylinders 70 inches in diameter, with a
stroke of 48 inches. They have 5,200
indicated horsepow when making 90
revolutions. There are eight single
end Scots boilers and two elliptical
smokestacks. The liner has a full elec-
trical equipment for lighting, tele-
phones and communication from state-
rooms.

Speedy, comfortable and practically
unsinkable, the Governor will set a
néew mark in ocean travel on this
coast and, incidentally, will reduce the
time between here and Puget sound
by sea to within railroad limits.

EAGAN PROMISES CITY
BETTER CAR SERVIGE

Hopes to Secure Charter
Amendment to Permit
of Competition

The campalgn inaugurated by John
J. Eagan to secure a charter amend-
ment which will permit a rival street-
car eompany to operate its cars over
'the tracks of the United Railroads or
any other existing car line, as an-
nounced in The Call, will be begun in
earnest today with the circulation of
petitions calling for a speclal charter

amendment election. Eagan has two
propositions to submit to the voters.
One is to amend chapter 1I, séction 1,
article 27 of the charter so as to have
it read that opposition streetcars may
be operated on the tracks of a rival
line for 231 instead of 10 blocks as is
now permitted. The other proposition
is to secure ‘the passage by the voters
of an ordinance granting to him a
franchise to all streets on which the
United Railroads has not lines laid.

Eagan's proposed bills eommit Hhim
to paying the city a certaln revenue
for the privileges which he asks and to
the prospect of establishing a work-
ing scale for the carmen of $3 for eight
hours’ work. HEagan's office is at 433
Larkin street.

It will be necessary to have the sig-
nature of 6,000 voters to the petitions,
but Eagan is ‘confident that those
names can be readily secured and that
the chartér election will be held 60 days
after the petition is filled with the
supervisors and the board of election
commissioners.

“My project-is financed by Los An-
geles, Pasadena and eastern capital”
sald Eagan last evening, “and It is
entirely a feasible scheme. We have
the option on 50 cars of the modern
type being built in New York. They
will be ready for deliyery by the time
the necessary signatures have been se-
cured, and we will order them shipped
west as soon as the petitions are filed.
They should be here the day the elec-
tion is held. We would take that
chance that our plan would carry with
the people. Our view is to meet the.
gservice of the United Railroads car
for car, and particularly will we seek
to extend our lines in the Mission dis-
trict. We have ample financial back-
ing, but at present I cannot divulge
the names of those interested.”

In answer to the question whether or
not Huntington, the Los Angeles street
railway magnate, was interested in the

plan Eagan would not say, but he
ndded that he was sure that Huntington
would back the project “in a minute” if
called upon to do so.

If the charter was amended to permit
the streetcars to run 31 consecutive
blocks on the rails of a rival line, the
competing company to pay half the ex-
penses of operation and maintenance,

Hagan sald that nearly every line in the
city would covered by his cars. To
fulflll the letter of the law the company
would make short detours from the
United Rallroads tracks at the end of
31 blocks on long lines. These detours
might be Tade to other streets or
through private property.

Realizing that the United Rallroads
will fight the seheme Eagan wishes to
rush his campaign through as hurrled-
1y as possible and get the questions be-
fore the peonle immediately.
