WASHINGTON, Aug. 28.—While the
Standard oil company did not appear
openly in the bidding on a large amount
of lubricating pil for which proposals
were opened at the navy department
yvesterday, it was asserted freely by
many of the bidders that it was repre-
sented by the Vacuum oil company of
New York. This company was by far
the lowest bidder on 360,000 gallons of
oil to be delivered to the Atlantic coast
navy yards and stations, its price being
$86,000, whereas the closest competitor,
the New' York lubricating company,
named a figure of $101,675 and the W.

BROWN NAILS SCHEME
10 BUILD COURTHOUSE

“IlIl Advised,” Says District
Attorney of pmﬂy
Project

PEOPLE WITH HIM

Better Worl; Is at Hand to
Be Done, Declares the
Official

OAKLAND, Aug. 28.—The people of
Alameda county are Interested in ques-
tions of much greater impo\:tance than
that of building a new county court-
house, declared District Attorney
Brown today when he learned that an
attempt was being made to spring a
building scheme, involving the expendil-
ture of not less than a half million
dollars.

“Ill advised,” was the district attor-
ney's terse comment. “Extremely il
advised,” he added, as he reflected.

District Attorney Brown asserted
with some show of warmth that more
momentous and less expensive matters
of county government would better en-

cerned than that of framing up a big
new building job. 1

For many months a desire has boon[
manifest on the part of some officials
to press this county courthouse project.
Occasionally # would come to light,
only to be buried again to await a more
propitious moment. But the mest re-
cent awakening has been quickly given
a lethal powder in the foerm of a de-
cided opinion from the district attor-
ney, which will in all probability cause
public opinion to shake hands with
that official for his vigilance.

The chlef argument that Is being
made agalnst the scheme is the .fact
that with consolidation approaghing
the .city of Oakland will have eed
of the buildings, inasmuch as modern

structures of proper equipment would
be provided for the consolidated gov-
ernment.. And, in the event of consoli-
dation, the cost of a new building at
this time would also fall upon the re- |
mainder of the county, which would;
derive no future benefit from it. !

District Attorney Brown has recom- |
mended that hereafter in cases where
juries are held over night in delibera- |
tion they shall be sent to proper apart- |
ments in hotels, instead of being kept |
in cramped quarters at the courthouse. |
This, he said, would stop the demand |
for more jury room. As this demand is |
one of the arguments being made for
a new courthouse it bears upon the
general situation: Brown's suggestion
will be presented to all of the superior
judges.
