Private Confinement to Be
Abolished iand $1,000

Expense Cut Off ,

Abe Ruefs halcyon days of private
Imprisonment In the palatial quarters
In Flllmore street, once the home of
Eugene E. Schmltz. who is now a resi-
dentTof the county jail,are at an end.
Ruef is to be removed at - once ani
probably will flqd himself a lodger in
the city prison in Eddy street within
two days. It will no longer be ths
prison of an aristocratic neighborhood.
with vines creeping about his windows,
thick carpets In hall and bedrooms,
rack 3of books, a phonograph to choer
him and service of cezy. homelike
meals, but a prison boun*setl by tho
walls and bars of a narro-n- cell, with
petty wrong doers lodged about him.
with uniformed policemen pacing near
his door, and. with only the regulation
prison fare to appease his hunger.

Judge Dunne decided yesterday that
newly appointed Chief gf Police Blgsrv
shonld remain as elisor in charge of
Iluef. despite the cJdfd responsibilities
of his new position, and though neither
Judge Dunne nor Chief Rigffy would
state positively that any change would
be made concerning the disposition
of the one time Boss, the order matle
by -the court was equivalent to such
statement. Not only is it known that
Judge Dunne favors doing away with
the Flllmore street establishment .at
once. In order to effect a financial sav-
ing to the city and at the same time
put Kuef on the plans of other prison-
ers, but the demands on Biggy's timw
as head of the police department posi-
tively willnecessitate such a step ifhe
Is to maintain any sort of a personal
supervision over Ruef.

The new.chief kad a short consulta-
tion with Judge Duryje yesterday con-
cerning the ellsorship .and it was ar-
ranged between them that Biggyshould
continue as the agent of the court.
When Ruef was taken into custody

after his escape to the Trooadero, the
special prison was decided upon be-
cause the court was unwillingto trust
Ruef to the care of either Sheriff O'Neil
or Chief of Police Dinan. both of whom
were his -stanch political allies and
personal friends. Now that Blggy has
succeeded Dinan there is no further
necessity for the special prison with
Its unusual privileges of freedom.

The matter of the change wa3 not
positively decided upon by Ju<!ge Dunne
and Bigsy yesterday, but will be takea
up by them this morning. Biggy has
stated that he will act strictly under
the Instructions of the court, but Judsra
Dunne has allowed It to be under-
stood that he willleave details and tha
matter of where Ruef shall- be quar-
tered td-Biggy's own discretion. If
this is done. Chief Biggy will undoubt-
edly order the removal at once to have
Ruef "constantly under his eyes. in tha
prison at police headquarters and dis-
pense, with the necessity of his own
;nightly journeys to Flllmore street.
| vThe closing of -the special prison

quarters will effect "% saving of about
$1,000 a month to the city, as It will
do away with the rental now paid. t!ie
salaries of the eight guards and tho
cost of board for guards. and prisoner.

OPPOSES FACULTY RULE
REGARDING ATHLETICS

Professor Magee Denies That Partici-
pation in Intercollegiate Events

Interferes With Learning

BERKELEY. Sept. 13.
—

Professor
Walter Magee. physical culture in-
structor of the university, opposes the
faculty rule that bars freshmen from
participation in intercollegiate ath-
letics, and has prepared for the aca-
demic senate figures that prove, ha
says, the Incorrectness of the theory

that athletics interfere with the stud-
ies of freshmen or others.

Professor Magee shows that of the 43
men on the track squad last year thera
were no failures In scholarship. Thera
were no failures among the 65 men
on the track squad In 1906. In th:»t
year only one man of the baseball nlna
failed inhis studies; on the freshmen
track team of 25 men there were no
failures, and the same thing occurred
last spring. In the varsity football con-
test In 1905 only three men failed In
scholarship. One failure la 16 cases was
the record of the football men in 190*.
In the freshman teams In 1905 threo
men failed, and In1908 one man failed.

The members of the faculty will all
give- their views on the subject of the
rule that bar freshmen from athletics
ani the decision of the academic sen-
ate will be announced. Stanford had
such a rule, but has abrogated It.
