cents each. After he ceased writing In
that strain he started out &8s & news
reporter for The Morning Call, then
owned by Peter B. Foster & Co., and
developed into the laziest reporter that
had ever started to collect news. His
favorite source of Information was the

bulletin board in the “Oid Corner,” at
Commercial and Montgomery st ts,
where as soon as anything oceur it

was posted.” There he got his tips, and
2s he once sald himself, “It's easy to
write up local itemes when you get a
pointer, all you have to do is to draw
on your imagination for facts and on
old authors for originality.” An inci-
dent in The Call office proves the charge
of laziness. One night Mark was work-
Ing in the editorial room when the hall
bell sounded an alarm of fire for the
third district. In those days: there
were no alarm boxes as now, but the
city was divided into 12 districts, and
when the man on the bell tower saw &
blaze, he struck the bell for the dis-
trict in which it shone. The Call office
was then in Commercial street next to
the mint and in the third district
George E. Barnes, who was one of the
proprietors and manager, looked out
of the window, when he saw an im-
mense blaze in Commercial street, two
blocks below the office, and going to
Mark, who was grinding out an account
of & runaway horse, sald: “Mark, you'd
better go out and seée about that fire
down the street, two blocks away.”
Msark looked up and in the drawling
tone for which he was noted, he asked
—for he was new on the paper then—*“]
g0 to a fire; am I supposed to go to
these fires?™ “Of course” was _the
polite reply. Mark, howgver, did not

time and told him to get & move on,
when Meark again asked: *“Say, Barnes,
does this office furnish me a hack to go
to these fires? That was too much
for Barnes, who withoyt repiying,
grabbed his hat, went to the fire and
reported it. In those days the repor-
torial staff of The Call consisted of
one man, and that man was Mark
Twaln.

Suppressed Robbery

The face of a notable man In the
group is that of Judgs Delos Lake, who
made his first advent in the judiciary
of the city in 1852, when he was elected
Judge of the fourth district court. Be-
fore the end of the term for which he
was elected he retired, and was suc-
oceeded by Judge John 8 Hager. Later
in life, in 1878, he was electad judge of
the municipal criminal court. which met
in the . Metropolitan bullding on the-
southwest corner of Monigomery and
Jackson streets. It was there that he
made a record which won for him the
admiration of the good clitizens of the
city. While he was in that position
there broke out o epldemie, as it werse,
of robbery, and so bold and so frequent
were the crimes committed on the pub-
lic streets that people were afraid to he
out at night. The police worked with
a will and captured 2 number of the
robbers, who were brought befoge
Judge Lake. He, after trial and con-
viction, santenced one after another of
ths criminals to imprisonment in the
penitentiary for life. After half a
dozen of this class of criminals had
been jalled not a single case of rob-
b-rymnpoﬂedtotbopoueotorﬂu
resi of his term. The late Captain Lees,
head of the detective department, once
made the remark:

was in 1871, when, feeling hurt gt
something that appeared In the San
Francisco Chronicle, he sought to

wreak his vengeance on Charles des
Young, then ghe head of the paper. On
the 1st of December of that year he
met De Young In Kearny street and
fired a shot at him, but the bullet went
wide of its alm and struck E. D. Wheel-
er, who subsequently became - judge of
the nineteenth judicial district court of
San Fn.m:lsco. inflicting a slight
wound. *

The old Californi@es will remember
Philip A. Roach, one of the ploneers,
who came to this country with his
brother, John, in August, 1849, and lo-
cated in Monterey.

Early in the history of the state
Philip, who was 3 man aof literary
mind, turned to politics and wes
elected a stats senator to represent
Monterey county in the third legisia-
ture, which: met in: Vallejo Janwary
5, 1852.

The Cognac in the Cellar

F. L. A. Pioche was one of the pio-
neer merchants of this city.
