Where & navy-is as small as ours, the
cardinal rule must be that the battle-
ships shall not be separated.

PACIFIC COAST NEEDS FLEET
This yvear I am happy to say thatl
we shall begin a course which I hope
will be steadily followed hereafter;
that, namely, of keeping the hattlcshlp
fleet alternately in the Pacific and in
the Atlantic. Early in December the
fleet will begin its voyage to the Pa-
cific, and it will' number, friends,
among its formidable fighting ecraft,
threa great battieships, named, respec-
tively, the Illinois, the Missouri and the
Xentucky.
