Herrington said lie wished to take
an appeal to the district, court of ap-
peals in the matter of the dismissal of
the writ of habeas corpus.- On thia
showing Judge Welch continued the
case until next Friday. ."^^";

FOREST FIRE SWEEPS
SECTION OF SONOMA

HONOLULU. Sept. 27.—The 'slaying
of Third Engineer A. F. McKinrion of
the oil steamer Rosecrans by John

Wynne, an oiler on the same vessel,

on the night of September 20. was a

particularly fiendish deed, the mur-
dered man being asleep in his cabin
when his skull was crushed with a
hammer. The affair occurred about 9
o'clock at night, some six hours after
the Rosecrans had arrived/here from
Gaviota. |

There had been no quarrel between
the two men. McKlnnon had come
aboard perfectly sober.- Wynne ap-
peared a short time afterwards slightly
intoxicated; but able to go on < watch.
Instead of going to work, however,
he went into the machine shop of the
ship, selected a two and a half pound
hummer, entered the room of the sleep-
ing man and administered two crush-
ing blows on the right temple. ;•

He was caught, by the chief engineer
immediately after the crime, and an-
nounced that he had killed McKinnon
and was glad of it. He gave no reason
for the deed nor has motive been

learned since.
Wynne was turned over, to the terri-

torial authorities, as memners of the
crew made threats of lynching. He
was finally turned over to the custody

of the federal authorities. Subpenas
have been served on all the members
of the Itosecrans' crew to appear be-
fore the „federal grand jury,here on
October 14.

Mr.Kinnon was a native of California,'
his home being in San Jose, where his
parents reside. He was a popular
member of crew and had had no
trouble at any time aboard. His body
has been shipped to San Francisco on
the steamship Sierra.
