Prosecutor Says Names of |

Glover’s Women Friends
Will Not Be Hidden

NURSZ A DEFENDER|

Attendant Tells of Thbse
Who Roused Jealousy
of Prisoner

OAKLAND, Oct. 22.—When the rela-
tions of James F. Glover with other
women were touched upon today during
the trial of Olive Scully District At-
torney Brown announced that he
would make no effort to spare any one
whose name might be dragged Into

the case. The announcement was made
after Attorney Phil Waish for the de-
fense had offered to treat as private
certain names which might be intro-
duced, and thereby obviate the neces-
sity of stalning reputations.

“I can’'t help it if people have had
their names connected with this case,”
Brown said. "My duty makes it im-
possible to protect any one in the man-
ner suggested. If there are any ref-
erences to people made here In court
the names must be given openly and
the owners will have to suffer the con-
sequences.”

The opening address to the jury for
the defense was made by Walsh. He
said he would show that Miss Scully
was the wife of Edward Blazer, a race-
track habitue, and that following their
separation she had come to Oakland
and had become Infatuated with
Glover. She gave him her earrings,
Walsh said, and later when she sold
the ownership of a resort turned the
proceeds over to Glover and he opened
a saloon with them, it was stated.
Later Walsh sald Glover and the
woman had taken a flat together, but
that Miss Scully’s life was made miser-
able by Glover's attentions to other
women and his brutal treatment of
her.

She attempted suicide twice, Walsh
said, and he claimed that a taint of
insanity had been inherited from her
father.

Mrs. Anna Long, a trained nurse liv-

ing at 428 Sixty-fifth street, testified
that she once had taken Miss Scully
to her home out of pity, and thought
her love for Glover and her jealousy
had made her insane. She said she once
accompanied Miss Scully to the resi-
dence of a woman in West Oakland,
and that Miss Scully had caused the
woman to admit relations with Glover.
Miss Scully threatened to expose her to
her husband and exacted a promise
from her to have no more to do with
thée deputy county clerk.
In another case Mrs. Long sald a
woman whose maiden name was May
Bitler had admitted a similar accusa-
tion.

Mrs. Long sald she once found Miss
Scully covered with bruises, and she
had ng doubt they resulted from a
beating administered by Glover.

Mrs. Leona B. Enefer was placed on
the stand to impeach the testimony of
Walter McCaffery, the principal wit-
ness for the prosecution, but she re-
fused to testify definitely on any point.
The case will go on tomorrow.

Estimates Submitted by

TWO PLANS ARE MADE

Full Concrete Protected
Piers Would Require
$6,336,000

OAKLAND, Oct. 22.—-City Engineee
Turner has submitted to the city coun-
¢il plans and estimates for the con-
struction of projected wharves by the
city along the western water front be-
tween the north harbor training wall
and the Southern Pacific broad gauge
mole. s

Turner's estimates are for two
wharves, each one and a quarter miles
long, 200 feet wide, average length of
plles 40 feet, and to cost $1,425 000,
i’l’he same wharves with protected piles
and concrete floors, concrete cylinders
to protect piles, reinforced concrete
superstructure, the engineer estimates,
would cost $6,338,000.

The estimates include a slip which
would be dredged 300 feet wide to a
depth of 25 feet below water and to
dredge a fan shaped approach to thae
same depth out to the channel, requir-
ing the removal of 2205000 cubio
| yards of earth at a cost of $330,000.
