| the captain secured possession of a
valued at
$150, on pretext of having more gems,
which, he said, he brought from South
Africa, set in them. Her fine opal ring,
gold watch and fleur de lis pin were
also added to the captain's collection
in a manner equally smooth. Relatives
of Mrs. Park invited the captain to
stay over night with them and in the
morning an overcoat and a man's valu-
able gold watch were missing. It was
thought that he threw the coat out of
the window, and carried it away later.
Foliowing their dlsappearance the cap-
tain* left town and his whereabouts is
unknown.

Attorney H. K. James, to whom Mrs.
Park conflded her trouble, found her
watch and a small pin in.a pawnshop
in Oakland and took them on a search
warrant. *

M. Samuels represented the pawn
brokers and before Justice Johnson he
tried to show that Mrs. Park had given
Captain Towne the jewelry to raise
money for suppers and automobile
rides. Justice Johnson took the case
under advisement pending final deci-
sion on their ownership.

A warrant charging the captain with
grand larceny has been issued, but
small hope is had for his arrest.

RIVAL WATER COMPANIES
GARRY FIGHT INTO COURTS

Spcc:al by L.eased Wire to The Call

_SAN RA{‘AEL. Oct.
Agnew swore out a warrant yesterday
for the arrest of F. F. Howard, presi-
dent of the Lagunitas water company
and one of the wealthiest of San Ra-
fael's citizens, for an alleged misde-
meanor, to wit, the obstruction of a
water supply pipe.

The Marin power and water company
laid a pipe recently through land
claimed by the Lagunitas company and
tapped one of the latter’s sources of
supply. Howard, it is charged, cut this
pipe and diverted the water. While his
arrest will be caused on a simple mis-
demeanor gharge, it will carry the fight
of the rival companies into the courts
and a bitter legal conflict will be
waged. It is charged in the complaint
that by interfering with the supply
pipe of the Marin power and water
company Howard worked a hardship
upon residents who depended upon this
main for their water.

The Lagunitas company lays claim
to extensive water rights in Marin
county, to which, according to the offi-
cials of the Marin power and water
company, its right has lapsed by rea-
son of nonuse. The attempt of the
Marin power and water company to
acquire these water rights by seizure
led to Howard’'s action in obstructing
its pipe line.

Tons of Earth and Stones
Fall on Members of
Construction Gang

MEN ARE SUFFOCATED

Western Pacific Right of
Way Near Niles Scene
of the Tragedy

OAKLAND, Oct. 25.—A cavein oc-
curred in the Western Pacific tunnel
near Niles this morning shortly after
7 o'clock burying two Italian laborers,
who were smothered before they could
be rescued from the heap of debris
which covered them. The two Italians
were P. Collozzi, aged 45, and Nick

Neonravoich, aged 40. Both bodies
were taken to the branch morgue at
Centerville. A number of laborers were
injured.

The tunnel gang had_just commenced
work when the landslide occurred.
Collozzi and Neonravoich, having gone
somewhat in advance of the others, had
no warning of the accident and many
tons of earth and loose stones came
down on them. The other members of
the gang forthwith began the work of
rescue, but it required several hours to
dig away the mass which covered the
men and when the two victims had been
reached both were dead from suffoca-
tion.

BISHOP AOWE OF ALASKA
VISITS SON IN OAKLAND

OAKLAND, Oct. 25.—Bishop P. T.
Rowe, accompanied by his wife, has
arrived here for a vacation after spend-
ing 12 years in misslonary work for
the Episcopal church in Alaska. Bish-
op Rowe was assigned to Alaska be-
fore the discovery of gold in the Klon-
dike and has watched the development:
of the country during that time.

He said that about 40,000 white peo-
ple lived In Alaska, but belleved few of
them planned to remain there perma-
nently. The importation of improved
machinery and methods had made min-
ing profitable in districts which for-
merly had been considered too poor to
work and as a result steady Industries
are springing up there.

Part of the bishop's work has been
the establishment of reading rooms,
This feature has been much appreclated
by the miners and has brought hun-
dreds of men into contact with religion.

THROUGHOUT COUNTRY

OAKLAND, Oct. 25.—Definite plans
have been adopted by the chamber of
commerce for advertising Oakland
throughout the United States. In or-
der to get in touch with businessmen
who have not as yet given the project
their attention the directors have ap-
pointed a representative to call upon
each member of the organization and
request subscriptions.

The banks have agreed to contribute
one-sixth of the total amount ralsed
each month, making it conditional that
at least $3,000 must be subscribed
monthly. The banks 'will pay on the
one-sixth basis up to a collected
amount of $6,000. John A. Britton of
the Oakland gas, light and heat com-
pany has donated $1,000 to cover the
period of six months for which the
monthly contributions are to be asked.

$500 a month, and the Idora park man-
agement wiil donate $100 monthly.

BANS GRERTLY DANGE
THE LIMA BEAN AP

VENTURA, Oct. 25.—Long cgntinued
rains here, lasting over a week, with
warm and humld weather, have worked
havoc with the lima bean crop. Fully
200,000 Ssacks or more than a third of
the output of the county, it is esti-
mated, is doomed to certain loss, At
the high price at which llmas have
been selling, and the prospect for a
still better price, the money loss is
placed at near the million mark.

The lima beans lost are those which
were cut and kept too wet to thresh.
As a general thing every harvest gets
more or less rainfall, and the lima
beans can stand a considerable down-
pour, but in the past the rains have
been followed by very dry east winds,
which have helped in the threshing,
but this year there is an entire ab-
sence of these drying winds, which is
an unprecedented condition.

The rains have also ruined the dry
feed and started the new feed on the
hills, causing uneasiness among the
stockmen, who fear that there will not
be a sufficiency of later rains to keep
the new feed growing.

EARNINGS OF TWO ROADS

BOSTON, Oct. 25.—The Union Pacifie
reports operations for August as fol-
lows: Gross earnings, $7,008,513; net
earnings, $2,789,996; two months’' gross,
$14,242,507; net $5,831,949.
