As years
slipped by without revealing a !trace
of him this surprise was changed to
mystery. Search! was made for him in
all parts of this country, as well as
abroad, but no trace of him was found.

financial aid from the eunniy. IfItIs good policy
to create approaches by land to the city at mu-
nicipal expense, it would l»e doubly advantageous
to create roads over which to invite the com-
merce of tbe world.
