The result of his summer's work is
interesting as working a definite turn-
ing from the figure painting which
has been his specialty to landscape
work. I asked why he abandoned the
form of art which has so few votarles
on the coast for the other branch to
which practically all the California
artists devote themselves.

“Because I find that figure painting
is not apprecliated here in proportion
to the vastly greater amount of work
necessary to bring it to a high level,”
he replied. “When you have gone to
an endless amount of trouble wrestling
with difficulties that seem almost in-
surmountable and you have finally
overcome them you get no more credit
for it than the landscape painter gets
for a picture that does not in any way
represent the same amount of labor.”

Two Tame Autos and Three Dancing Girls
Notable Features of “The Vanderbilt Cup”

As there is “raison d'etre”’ ir. every-
thing, even n musical comedy from
dear old Broadway, two tamed auto-
mobiles may be accepted as excuse for
the westward flight of “The Vanderbilt
Cup,” current attraction at the Novelty
theater. For in all else the pilece is
exclusively and excruciatingly New
Yorkish—which means that it is com-
posed - of irrelevant jokes and girls,
songs and girls, dances and girls and
scenery and girls.

Moving pictures—in which there are
girls—are also introduced, but yester-
day afternoon they were so dimly cast
as to be neither instructive nor amus-
ing, the managerial reason adduced
therefor being lack of electric power
owing to the same causes pleaded in
explanation of our defective street rail-
way service afid doubted by a suffer-
ing public. Thus we had to take the
house program’s printed word fer it
that before our eyes were animated
{llustrations of motor cars going at
terrific speed, and that also in visual
evidence were actual photographs of
Vanderbilts and Whitneys and Goulds
and Keenes and other mnabobs of
Gotham.

As for the two educated autos they
interested but did not thrill us. While
it is pleasing to receive ocular proof
that the gasollne buggy {s not only
tamable, but can be held in subjuga-
tion when rolling off 100 miles an
hour one cannot be fired to wild en-
thusiasm by witnessing competing ma-
chines crawl across the stage at snail's
pace while a fast moving landscape in
the background endeavors but hardly
succeeds to create illusion that they
are flylng past it Instead of it past
them, In the dashing action that ex-
cites there is nothing in the scene to
be compared with the real horses gal-
loping in “Ben Hur"” or in “Fighting
the Flames.” Even the schooled mule
at the Orpheum is a whirlwind of mo-
tion as measured against the zephyr
like glide of the two garagse graduates.

Three dancing girls, the sisters Pen-
dleton, won the big applause of the
entire performance. At the end of a
drinking song by one of the comedians
the nimble footed ttio leaped from the
ranks of the chorus to the center of
the stage and danced and danced agaln
until their fatigue prompted the spec-
tators sympathetically to cease de-
manding more. It was the Dbest
dancing of its kind, and it included
most. of the steps that demand com-
bined grace and agllity that the town
has been favored with this season.

Genevieve Victoria, ‘“featured,” is a
dainty little person with no singing
volce worth noting and just enough
terpsichorean ability to make good her
title of musical comedy soubrette. But
she is youthful and evidently ambi-
tious, else she would not attempt to
sing so frequently, and that she is
likewise unacquainted with western
taste is shown by her undertaking to
imitate Anna Held and George M.
Cohan, both of whom have . been imi-
tated more or less strikingly by vaude-
villians until the town is aweary of
such copyists. Besides they are not
very closely 1mnated by little Miss
Victoria.

There is little else in the plece to aif-
ferentiate it from any of the numerous
creations of its class that have crossed
the continent. The book, by Sydney
Rosenfeld, apparently aims at no other
object than to certify that the annual
automobile race for the Vanderbilt
cup is a .tremendous event in New
York smlety, and what the book fails
to elucidate ‘on that point—which is a
great deal—is exhaustively conveyed
to us via the playbill. As for the music,
by Robhert Hood Bowers, and the lyrics,
by Raymond W. Peck, they are on a
par with the joint work of the same
duo that was presented in Flscher's
theater several years ago. The senti-
mental ditties are mushy in both lines
and melody, and the remainder is of
the score rumpetty-tum.

It would be illogical, however, to
question the announcement that “The
Vanderbilt Cup” had a long run on
Broadway, for we have had less worthy
offeringes similarly indorsed. The in-
tense localism of the piece, combined
with the profound provincialism of the
