grand Jury. This plece of carelessness
is u prominent feature of the record
of Harry L. Mulerevy, candidate on the
| county jail ticket for county clerk. It
is & feature he has not referred to in
his campaign for re-election.

A single instance of the rough and
ready methods empioyed in the county
| elerk’s office under Mulerevy furnished
the strongest peg on which his friends
Schmitz and Ruef and the Indicted
higherups hung their hopes of escaping
trial, and its correction occupied the
attention of two branches of the su-
perior court for weeks, besides entail-

sands of dollars upon
county.

MULCREVY'S COSTLY ERROR

When the Brennan grand jury was
ischarged by Presiding Judge Graham
| e year ago Mu'erevy's deputy entered
!he formal dismissal on his rough
notes. The transcription of those
rough notes into the officlal record ot
the court did not include the slightest
mention of the discharge of the Bren-
nan jury. That it was a mistake is
the most charitable view to be taken,
especially since the fallure to make the
record complete mnight serve admirably
the purposes of Mulcrevy's creators and
mentors, Ruef and Schmitz, for whom
stormy times were bdbrewing. Ir any
event the rocord was not completed.

When the graft prosecution was
ready to bring Louis Glass to trial his
attorneys, with ths legal representa-
tives of Schmitz, Ruef, the indicted
| street rallway officials, telephone and
Parkside officials, joined in an attack
on the validity of the indletments, bas-
| ing their attack on the mistake or in-
tentional error made in Mulcrevy’'s of-
fice. They produced Mulcrevy's records
to show that the Brennan grand jury
had never been discharged and that,
lconsequently, the Oliver grand jury
| never had legal existence.

CAUSES GREAT DELAY

More than two full weeks were frit-
tered away in the presentation of the
;ﬁriginal motions, Judge Lawlor, be-
fore whom the motions wers argued,
and his court end the staff of the dis-
trict attorney represented big bills of
daily expense charged up to the city
and county. The motions could not be
decided by the court, who very properly
declined to attempt to correct the rec-
ords of & co-ordinate branch of the
court. Judge Graham was not in San
Francisco. The motions remained un-
decided and expense and delay in the

| trial of the higherups indicted for
| bribe giving continued for a perlod
of nearly two months. Then Judge

Graham rsturned and the time of his
court was occupied by hearings and ar-
guments pro and con, and ultimately
the records were corrected. The system
employed by Mulcrevy had staved off
| the higherups’ trip to prison for a few
months and the tax payers met the bill.

One of Mulcrevy's alleged claims on
the support of the working peopls of
San Francisco is his membership in a
union. The significance of that claim
dwindles when the record of service in
the cause of organized labor of his
principal opponent, William P. McCabe,
is considered.

Mc¢CABE HAS FINE RECORD

MeCabe, the good government candi-
date for county clerk, was a member
of the cigar makers’ union at 16 years
of ege. He later learned the molders’
trade and the value of hils services to
the molders’ union was significantly
expressed by his successive elections to
the offices of recording secretary, finan-
eclal secretary and business agent of
fron molders’ union No. 164, whose ac-
credited delegate In the labor council
he has been for 10 years. McCabe made
himself felt in the labor council and
the central body elevated him to the
responsible post of secretary, and as
such he was serving his fifth term
when he resigned to accept the good
government nomination for oounty
clerk.

MoCabe represented the labor couneil
with skill and distinction at the con-
vention of the American federation of
labor at Scranton, Pa. He was a dele-
gate to the convention of iron molders
at Toronto, Can., in 19802, and was in-
trusted with the responsible duties of
legislative representative of the labor
council at Sacramento la 1804 His
work at the session of 1906 was direct-
ly reeponsible for many valuable enact.
ments affecting labor. He lent valuable
aid In the organization of the {ron
trades council, was elected to its presi-
dency for three successive terms and
to him is due much of the credit for
the settlement of the iron trades strike
in 1901, when the working day was
reduced from ten to nine hours. Me-
Cabe has a record free from costly
mistakes in the service of organized
labor, and the working people know
that as ocounty erk he would give
them the same painstaking service that
has characterized his suoccessful career
in the field of labor,

GLUB PROVES MCARTRY
JUGGLED LABOR FUNDG

His Frenzied Finance Is
Condemned by Craftsmen
in Resolutions

SHOWS UP RECORDS

Money for Relief of Carpen-
ters Devoted to Tem-
ple Scheme

In reiterating the charges it made
against McCarthy, accusing him of
wrongfully withholding $8,250 from the
carpenters’ rellef fund, the Bullding
Trades Good Government eclub brings
forward proof so convineing and in-
controvertable that all efforts on the
part of McCarthy's supporters to twist
the question to suit thelr own ends
are futlle,

Resolutions passed last night by the
executive committee of the club bring
forward these charges again and brand
as misleading and false articles ap-
pearing In the Post, which attempts to
gloss over the accusations.

A short time ago the Building Trades
Good” Government club sent out a eir-
cular declaring that MeCarthy was
withholding $8,250 from the carpenters’
relief fund to expend on his pet project,
the labor temple.
this circular that McCarthy had been
| ordered to pay back the money to the
fund to which it was originally do-
nated, but that he absolutely refused
to do this.

McCarthy never replied to the charge.
In all his speeches he never men-
tioned the subject, but the Post, in {ts
issue of November 3, attempted to deny
the charges for McCarthy. At this at-
tempted denial the executive commit-
tee of the Good Government eclub called
a epecial meeting and passed resolu-
tions furnishing proof of {ts aaser-
tions.

McCarihy and McGowan Heap
Abuse on Heney and Others

Labor Leaders Spcak at Large
Rally in Fillmore Street

A MeCarthy rally was held in Coney
Island park, 1230 Fillmore street, yes-
terday afternoon, when about 8,000
men and women listened to several
candidates and labor leaders. The
meeting was held under the auspices
of the carpenters and milimens’
unions. The usual scathing remarks
were made by McGowan and McCarthy
against the socalled rich people and
the blame for all the civic wrongs was
placed on them.

C. F. Knight of the carpenteru’ union
was the chairman. P. F. Brown, a past
president of the 'state federation of
labor, said that the union labor party
was a party which stood for the best
interest of the common people. Major
C. W, Kyle sald that the fight was
already won and that McCarthy was
sure of election. Major Kyle waxed
warm and declared that Heney lled
when he said that any man who voted
for McGowan was a fool and & crook.
The major further sald that Dr. Taylor
was used only as a mask by Spreckels,
Phelan, De Young and the Bulletin.

Colonel T. V. Eddy told the audience
that Heney had the people “buffaloed,”
but that he was not afraid of him.
“Heney,” he said, “is the hired man of
Spreckels and Calhoun. Spreckels owns
the district attorney’'s office and he can
prosecute whom he pleases.”

Chairman Knight likened Frank Mo-
Gowan to the giant redwoods of Hum-
bolt county and said that he was the
man who would bring consternation
into the ranks of the boodling rich.

MecGowan said “In part: “The issues
of this campaign have been honorably
presented to the citizens by the union
labor party. We see & millionalre, Ru-
dolph Spreckels the first, who never
honestly earned a dollar In his life
and who is the king of San Franecisco
by the grace of the sugar trust, try-
ing once again to get this city in his
control. Spreckels appointed Taylor.
What has Taylor done for the city?
Let me see. Oh, yes! Taylor gave us
Fong Sing as a health Inspector. Fong
Sing 1s needed, gentlemen, to fumigate
the foul mouth of Heney after that
blasphemous blackguard ends his
speeches.

Johann A. Winter of Ger-
man Benevolent Society
Is Wanted

TRACED TO HOBOKEN

Believed to Have Returned
to Former Home in
Fatherland

Johann A. Winter, who for nearly a
year has been a book keeper and con-
fidential clerk for the German benevo-
lent soclety, affiliated with the Ger-
man hospital, has been missing from
this eity since July 13 and with him,
it s claimed, went $250 of the soclety's
funds.

Winter came to the United States
about two years ago from Bremen,
Germany, where he was employed by
a bank for seven years. He had high
recommendations and was believed to
be trustworthy. Before he left San
Francisco his mother died and he be-
came despondent. The soclety's officers
belleve that he has returned to Germany,

Winter was traced to Hoboken, N. J,,
where all trace of him was lost. He
has a sister and an uncle living in
Bremen. His bond for $2,000 was signed
by the Pacifie surety company.

certificates it obtains. The wonted Sun-
day quiét of the financial distriet was
broken yesterday by bankers working
that the paper might be ready for issue.

San Francisco will go on a paper
money basis for the first time in {ts
history. The period of the certificates
will not be long, it is anticipated, be-
cause banks securing the paper will
have to apply so mueh of their securit-
ies to protect the issue that as seon as
they have available gold or legal tender
they will hasten to redeem the clear-
ing house certificates.

Officials of the clearing house ecould
not say yesterday how much of the
certificates would be put into c'rcula-
tion. They said that it would depend
entirely on the demands of the banks,
and, as the issue i® & novelty, it was
impossible to conjecture what the call
would be.

The denominations of the new bills,
as stated In The Call of yesterday
morning, are $20, $10 and $5. They are
printed on a blue ground and read:

The clearing house committes have
ing charge of the issue of the certifi-
cates, Frank W. Anderson of the Bank
of California, James K. Lynch, First
national; F. L. Lipman, Wells Fargo
Nevada, and A. C. Kains, Canadian
Bank of Commerce, superintended the
work yesterday. Each of the 18 banks
in the clearing house association sent
its trusted elerks to assist in preparing
the certificates. Where usually all is
deserted on Sunday, 40 clerks bent over
desks writing and checking the paper.
The printing house which printed the
certificates operated all of Saturday
night.

A week ago, when the banks heres
began to feel the effect of the Wall
street tightness, the associated bankers
met to discuss the situation and finally
agreed to the issue of the certificates.
The matter was kept private until
Saturday, but during the Interim the
appointed commiftee recelved and
passed upon securities offered by the
banks for the certificates about to be
{ssued.

Frank W. Anderson, ‘speaking for the
committee and in the presence of his
colleagues, sald yesterday that only se-
curities of the best value were consid-
ered by the committes and that the
committeeman exercised more cara In
scanning the values of the papers of-
fered than they would do if they wera
considering loans for thelr separate
‘banks. The market value of every
bond offered and its marketability were
considered by the committee. Bonds
not satisfying the requirements of the
committee were rejected.

“Our issue of certificates to banks,”
Anderson continued, “is on but a frac-
tional value of the securities deposited
with the banks. On government bonds
depositad we would advance but 75 per
cent of the value; on other securities
we would advance about 60 per cent of
the value. That restriction will make
it worth the banks’ while to recover
their securities as soon as they possi-
{ bly can, which will be as soon as the
| tide of gold begins to fiow westward.
| “We have directed that all banks re-
| port to us edch morning their stand-
|ing. If we find any bank unsafe we
will knock* it on the head as we would
a mad dog. We have found none in an
| unsteady condition—you see we have
knocked noné on the heéad.™

“There is plenty of good collateral
in the banks,” Lipman added.

“Any bank on withdrawing its post-
ed securities can get at least one-third
more for them in the market than we
allow,” said A. Kains.

these certificates are protectad by the
barks of this city.”

While the certificates are delivered
only directly to banks in the clearing
house association, banks outside the
association can secure them through
their connection by the deposit of
proper securities.

The certificates will be delivered
into circulation through the wusual
banking channels. For instance, em-
ployers wishing to meet their payroll
will draw against thelr bank accounts.
The banks will issue the certificates in
proper denominations. The employes
will be paid in the paper and they in
turn will pay their bills In that me-
dium. The merchants, having received
the paper, will deposit against their
accounts and thus circulation will be
rounded out and the current will be
continued until geld is in town again
and then the ban will hasten to re-
cover their securities and restore the
gold coins into trade.

At that meeting we will
also probably discuss measures for the
reception of the San Francisco clearing
house certificates in case they are
brought here in any numbers.”
