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FIRE FIGHTING TO BE
MADE LESS PERILOUS

Oakland Ordinance Will Re-
quire Pipe Casings Into
Basements

VWIL'L ADMIT NOZZLES

Streams of Water Can Then

Be Turned Quickly
Upon Flames

OAKLAND, Nov. 20.—To overcome
the difficulty in fighting fires in base-
ments and to avoid a rgpetition of the
fatality that occurred during the fire
in \the basement of the Collins Bros’
drug store Sunday night, Fireman Ed-
ward Brandt having been suffocated
by ammonia fumes while making his
way into the cellar to fight the flames,
the board of public” works recom-
mended today to the city council the
passage of an ordinance providing for
the installation of ground floor pipe
casings in all buildings over basements
within the fire limits.

The ordinance provides that the pipe
casings shall be put through the floor-
ing on the ground floor and built flush
with the joists on the flooring beneath
and be of sufficient size to permit
the passage of a water circulating
nozzle for the prompt extinguishing
of basement fires. The ordinance is
to take effect immediately upon its
passage.

From the time of the passage of the
ordinance no permitis for the construc-
tion of buildings will be granted un-
less the plans provide for such pipe
casings. Within 30 days after the
ordinance is acted upon all merchants
or occupants of buildings over hase-
ments will be required to put in such
casgings and a fine of $500 is provided

Economist Brooks Sees
Americans as Victims
of Shell Game

AWAKE TO STUPIDITY

Commends Roosevelt’s Pol-
icy of Preserving Pub-

lic Domain
gt
BERKELEY, Nov. 20.—“The shell
game played by the monopolies of the
country in taking the people’s money
decade after decade seems to give the
American people pleasure. They are
overjoyed at seeing their own pockets
picked,” declared John Graham Brooks,
the economist, tonight in his lecture on
“The Conflict Between Private Monopo-
lies and Good Citizenship.” He said
that the irresponsible proprietorship
exercised by the trusts had so debased
the United States that we are in this
respect a byword before the whole
world.
Brooks assailed privately owned mo-
nopolies in no uncertain language and
declared that they were responsible for

roads, he said, are the key to the situ-
ation, and once their responsible con-
trol "is assured the problem will be
solved.

“The operation of the street railways
in New York is an example of the eor-
ruption and power of monopolies pri-
vately held-in this country. With their
grip once fast with this exclusive pow-
er and the competitor shut out, it be-
comes not a machine primarily to serve
the people, but a mechanism to filch
vast unearned increments from the peo-

ple‘ It becomes a device for gambling
so ‘heavily loaded in your favor that
vou must win. This shell game has

gone on decade after decade so gayly
that it actually see¢ms as if it were a
delight to the American people to see
their own pockets picked. That the
people’'s money should be used to de-
bauch their own choscn representatives

in city and state legislatures is the
greater evil.”
Brooks offered as a solution to the

problem of the control of the people
by the trust President Roosevelt's pol-
icy of keeping the public lands, as
sources -of great wealth, in the hands
of the government. Of this he said:

" “We have_just waked up to the stu-
pidity of giving away so recklessly all
sorts of franchise grants, and are bhe-
ginning at last to see the equal stupid-
ity of parting madly with such . an
overwhelming part of the main and
primary sources of wealth—mines, for-
ests, water power, oil deposits
ground areas in large towns. Thessa
are the sure nesting place of monopoly

“This policy is not socialistic, It
ernment firmly upon such portions of
these resources as to prevent monopo-
lles from abusing them. All this is
possible along the Ithes of state regu-
lation without raising the question of
universal ownership.

“Not separable from this in the presi-
dent's message is his proposal to put
upon these huge aceretions a decent in-
heritance tax—perhaps in time an in-
come tax. I firmly believe this will
come in time."”
