"There are the 40 public
schools which were destroyed by the
fire that should be replaced by.class A
buildings. This means an expenditure
of at least ?6,000.000. Then: there are
thr.?e'high schools which -.we need, and
they will cost $600,000 apiece, and the
rest of the appropriation Iask for will
be needed for the ground." .

City Engineer v Woodward went
Into detail concerning the new fire
protection system which his depart-
ment has been working on since the
fire and the plans for which are now
practically complete.

"We propose to build a series of
cisterns, filled from :central pumping
stations located at advantageous points
throughout the city, with a main reser-
voir built on the top of Twin peaks
and others, subsidiary in various parts
of the city. The total cost of the
system under the new plans will be, 55,250,000 —

$1,750,000 less than we had
first calculated upon."
