FOR DIVERTING CANAL

Work to Be Begun Soon on
Big Ditch to Protect
Stockton

TO PREVENT FLOODS

Needham Sends Word That
the Right of Way Is
Approved -

SPECIAL DISPATCH TO THE CALL

SETOCKTON, Dee. 7.—Contracts will
be let soon for the construction of the
gigantije diverting canal for which con-
gress ‘appropriated in December, 1902,
$300,000, and which is intended to pro-
tect' Stockton and contiguous territory
from the heavy and destructive floods
in this section.

At the same time a permanent open
waterway will be secured. J. M. Eddy
of the Stockton chamber of commerce
received the following telegram today
from Representative J. C. Needham,
dated at Washington:

“The judge advocate has approved
title to the diverting canal right of
way. Papers will be sent to Colonel
Biddle at once with Instructions to
proceed with contracts for the work.”

Government offlicials have urged ths
building of the diverting canal as the
best protection work for Stockton and
an economical safeguard for the gov-
ernment in stopping the annual outlay
for dredging Stockton channel, which
in recent years has become almost dis-
couraging.

The dimensions of the proposed canal
are: Length, 24,850 feet, with a 150 foot
bottom; width/ and an average depth
of cutting, 7.9 feet, involving an ex-
cavation of 1,191,000 cubic yards. The
excavation in Calaveras river to en-
large its capacity is estimated at 583,-
200 cubic yards.

ELMHURST DEBIRES
A SANITARY DISTRIGT

Petition for Calling Election
to Vote on a Bond
Issue

OAXLAND, Dec. 7.—Residents and

VENTURA, Dec. 7.—Leon Cert of this
city, a follower of Maximilian in Mex-
ico, died her today.

Cerf, with the emperor and others,
was condemned to be shot by the Meéx-
icans. When the day of execution came
he was missing from his prison cell at
Queretaro. He had bribed a guard and
by the payment of large sums of money
had a relay of horses ready. He rede
for his life to the coast at Guaymas,
where he smuggled himsalf aboard &
steamer bound for San Francisco.
Cerf arrived in San Franciseo in
63 and in 1869 came to this district,
where he had lived since, always being
a prime mover in all county affairs.
