As soon as Judge Dunne reduced the
bond both men started an energetic
h\mt for bondsmen.

Brown gave evasive answers "to ques- •

tions regarding the affairs of the bank.;
"I am Innocent." said he, "and the !

bank has ;sufficient assets to meet its i
liabilities."

Aeked if the funds of the various 1
estates for which th«» bank was execu- j
tor had been diverted from their legiti-I
mate channels, he replied in the nega- j
tive and also said he knew nothing:
about these matters, they being in j
charge of a subordinate. -

"'Have you any answer to make to i
the statements credited to Judge Slack!
and Bartnett that the present situation!
of the bank was due to the transac- j
tions of which Bartnett had no knowl- j
edge, but for which he was officially j
rt-sponslble?" j

"Ba«nett has a right to make that I
or any statement," said Brown.

Itwas not until 7 p. m. that Bartnett
was able to secure bondsmen. During
the afternoon he was seen by James !
D. Phelan, who had & long private con-
versation with him. As the day pro-
gressed Bartnett's nervousness became
the more palpable.

While he was arranging for his bonds
in the courtroom a small crowd of de-
positors gathered outside, violently de-
nouncing him and Brown among them-
sHves. Bartnett % wa« led out from ai
rear door and as he stepped out of the
buildinga photographer exploded a pan
of powder for a flashlight photograph.
The sudden report and glare coming
from the darkness corrjpletely unnerved
Bartnett. |.He staggered forward as if
he had been shot and was trembling as j
the cause of the explosion was ex-
plained to him. He went straight home
on leaving the courtroom.

Brown was much interested on hear-
ing of Bartnett's success, and eagerly
asked after the surety companies which
had gone on his bond.

BROWN NEARLY SAMARITAN

Imprisoned Banker Offers to BailOut
Seamstress

J. Dalzell Brown, the imprisoned
banker, came within an ace of play-
Irig the good Samaritan last night, but
'was prevented doing so at the last !
moment and as a consequence still has {
$10 to his credit at the city prison. ]

The intended object of his generosity i
was Mrs. Marian Eastlake, a seam- ]
stress, who was arrested on a charge j
of malicious mischief. She was strollingj
through Union square and plucked
Borne flowers at the rear of the aban-
doned ot. Francis hotel annex. She
was espied An the act by Policeman i
XVilllams. and Immediately afterward !
ehe was in the stern grip of the law.
.She was taken to the city prison,
where the charge of malicious mischief
was entered against her and her ball
was fixed at $10. Her unaccustomed
surroundings and the horror of having
to spend the night In prison were too
much for Mrs. Eastlake, and she at
onc# went into hysterics, attracting the
attention of every one in the prison. 1

Brown, on whose hands time hangs
heavily, wat. attracted by the uproar
and inquired its cause. Being informed
he at once offered to provide bail with
tne $10 in clearing house certificates •

that he had in his pockets at the time j
of his arrest, and which are now in the
hands of the property clerk. Just about
as the transaction was to be consum-'j
mated, a friend of Mrs. Eastlake, who I
had hrard of her predicament, came to
the prison and bailed her out.

Manipulations of Bank's Funds
Make Decalogue of Offenses

The men responsible for the coli-.
lapse of the California safe deposit and

trtißt company are not be let off merely
on charges of embezzlement. Assistant
District Attorney Francis J. Heney has
agreed to co-operate with.the deposit-
ors 'and will conduct a full investiga-
tion';; Into the bank's affairs when- the
next .grand jury. Is Impaneled. This
Will,take place before ,the end of the
month. The inquiry..will include -an
investigation; into the charges that of-
ficers of the bank made false entries
which; made It; appear that $200,000

'had been ',loaned ;t to two Wew Yorki
banks when, the" money had t\ever been
forwarded jVthat-si the officers :received
deposits «hen; they knew the institu- \u25a0

tiOnito be? insolvent, .including the de-
posit of $258,000^ from an Ogden bank
and ; $2,500

'frdmVJudgef Carroll; Cook;
and that \u25a0 the officers vmade iloans in ;a
manner calculated to deceive in lending

'nearly.; $500,000 tolVßrodie'M." Bradford
for the \u25a0purposes of the Carnegie brick
company, :one of the Institution's indus-
trial companies.

All of these constitute \u25a0 statutory of-
fenses, and 'lf proved will,not 'only In-
volve the men already^ under arrest,
but others who co-operated with*them.

Francisco, after his arrest here this

'morning. Walker's arrest was ordered
by wire from- Sail Francisco, and Chief
of Police James Ross performed -the
duty himself at 9 o'clock. He found
Walker at his luxurious suite of rooms
with his'wifeand family. Going direct-
ly to the rooms the chief found Walklr
and Immediately arrested him, taking
him to police headquarters.

Walker was surprised, but remained
!calm, going quietly with the officer.

When. lnterviewed Walker said:
"Icame here Thursday on the advice

of my attorney, Lawyer Chickering,
jwho told me he would keep me advised
jof the situation in San Francisco.
