Then
followed a few minutes of straining.
| Hirai finally got away from the power-
| ful hands of McLaglen and with a
quick rush caught another hold. Me-
Laglen caught the Japanese by the foot
and wrenched that member badly. The
Japanese kicked McLaglen in the ab-
domen and the son of Erin was com-
pelled to release his hold. MecLaglen
then caught Hirai by the arm and
threw him. Hirai's left arm was caught
in a viselike grip by McLaglen, who
bent the arm over his chest, fracturing
it. This contest went to McLaglen.

| The next bout was far more excit-
ing, for M. Tanli was the more scien-
tific of the two Japanese wrestlers.

He got a grip on McLaglen's scapula
nerve and was slowly paralyzing Meo-
Laglen, but the latter broke the hold
{after a minute’'s strain. The two
| wrestlers then got a strangle hold on
one another and the contest became
one of endurance. The Japanese caught
Mchaglen's gown by the neck and en-
| deavored to choke his opponent. He
put one foot back of McLaglen's neck
and the other foot was pushed against
his two hands to increase the pressure.

TILLMAN PLIES PROBE
1570 CORTELYOU'S ACTS

Seeks Investigation of the
Issuance of Bonds
by Treasury

POINTED QUESTIONS

Resolution Also Asks Con-
cerning Clearing House
Certificates

WASHINGTON, Dec. 9.—Senator Till-
man introduced resolutions today di-
recting the committee on finance to in-
vestigate the recent proceedings of the
secretary of the treasury in connection
with the financial crisis and also to
make inquiry concerning clearing house
certificates. The resolutions were pre-
sented in two series, thd first dealing
with the operations of the treasury
department and the second with clear-
ing house certificates, both being di-
vided into three subdivisious.

The first of the resolutions directs
the committee on finance to investigate
the report to the senate as follows:

First, whether the Issue of certificates of in-
debtedness bearing 3 per cent interest, blds for
which were invited by the secretary of the
treasury November 18, 1907, were for the pur-
pose of borrowing money ‘‘to meet public ex-
penditures,” as provided by section 82 of the
ect approved June 15, 1899, and if not whether
there any warrant of law for the issue of
said certificates.

Second, whether the Issue of $50,000,000 In
bonds of the Panama canal loan, bids for which
were called for by the secretary of the treasury
November 18, 1907, was required to defray the
expenditure on sald canal, there being at that
time, when both of these loans were made,
upward of $200,000,000 {n the treasury for cur-
rent expenditures.

Third, whether any legislation was necessary
to protect the people nd ‘business interests of
the country from the issue of unlawful money,
if clearing house certificates are such, and to

revent the {llegal increase of the pui)llc debt
time of peace.

The second series of resolutions direct

the finance committee to investigate and,

to report to the senate as goon as
practicable:

First, whether the clearing house cettificates
with which the country is now flooded are being
issued under authority of law or comtrary to
the same.

Second, whether the issulng of such certifi-
cates by an .assoclation of banks, Dboth state
and na al, and the use of the same as money
subjects, such notes to the tax of 10 per cent
gzg‘dod in section 3412, United States Revised

tes.

Third, whether it would be possible under
the law es it is for an assoclation of banks,
warehouses and elevators to issue certificates
based on cotton, wheat and tobacco stored in
such warehouses or elevators and fully insured
to be used as money in marketing said crops
in the same way as clearing house certificates
are now used.

Senator Culberson also called up his
resolutions asking for information con-
cerning the issue of $50,000,000 of
Panama canal bonds and the total num-
ber of banks in operation December 1
and November 18, 1807, and the amount
of public money on deposit in the banks
of each state and territory on those
dates.

These resolutions also were allowed
to go over.

The same action was taken on the
resolution concerning deposits of pub-
lic money in national banks.

MORE BILLS INTRODUCED

Measures Covering Wide Range Pre-
sented in Senate and House

WASHINGTON, Dec. 9.—The senate
was In session a little more than one
hour today, and at 1:16 o'clock ad-
journed until tomorrow.

Little business was transacted be-
yond the introduction of bills. The
resolutions of Senators Clay and Cul-
berson, calling upon the secretary of
the treasury for Information concern-
ing the recent bond issues of the gov-
ernment, came up, but in the absence of
Senator Aldrich their consideration was
postponed until another day.

The house adjourned at 12:10 until
Thursday without transacting any
business beyond the introduction of
bills. It was stated authoritatively
that the house committees would not
be announced this week,

In the senate bills Introduced
cluded the following:

By Platt of New York—For natlonal super-
vision of corporations, including & national
bureau eof incorporation.

By McLaurin—To relieve the present money
stringency and prevent its recurrence. It per-
mits persons owning any bonds of the United
States to deposit them in the treasury and re-
ceive notes to an amount equaling their par
value. It is provided thut until February, 1009,
persons owning one or more bales of cotton may
deposit it in a depository designated by the sec-
retary of the tmaznr{ and recelve treasury
notes to the extent 6f 70 per cent of the value
of the cotton. If not redeemed the cotton shall
be #old by the government. The bill also im-
poses a gonuty on dealing in ‘‘cotton futures,’”
of $£100, fine or five years’ imprisonment.
