To him It
is fitting that there should be a great
track on the ranch which was the home
of Grinßtead, son of Lexington; Vo-
lante. Silver Cloud. Emperor of Nor-
folk, Rey el Santa Anita and scores of
other famous runners by which the
Baldwin colors have been carried to
victory on all the great tracks of thecountry. Itmatters not to him wheth-
er the venture proves to be a finan-
cial success or not. That Is for others
to see to. It is sufficient that the
track has been established

—
that after

years of planning and repeated disap-
pointments he has achieved the aim
of his greatest ambition.

"Lucky" Baldwin arrived In'Califor-
nia, 54 years ago last August. Twenty-
two yearß later, with the fortune he
had won in the world famous Comstock
at Virginia City, he began purchasing
large tracts of land in the San Gabriel
valley. From time to time he added
to his holdings, often in the early days
being obliged to defend his title with
rifle and revolver. Despite reverses
which would have discouraged a weak*
er man, he persevered until the fame
of the great Santa Anita stock farm
became International.

When, with the recent years of great
national prosperity, the tide of his for-
tunes turned, he again revived the
plans for his track.

Four years ago his arrangements
were virtually completed and he an-
nounced that he would build a track,
but opposition developed In an unex-
pected quarter and Ascot was opened.
When the extension of the municipal
boundaries of the city of Los Angeles
put Ascot out of business Baldwin took
advantage of the situation. The Santa
Anita track is the result.

The success of the meetings at Ascot
convinced some Of the leading horse-
men of the country that racing could
be made to pay in the southern" end of
the state and when Baldwin sought
financial backing there was an instant
response. The Baldwin racing associa-
tion \u25a0was organized and work begun.
Baldwin knew just what he wanted and
was given free rein In the matter of
details. In one of the prettiest spots
on his famous ranch he has built .a
track which is the marvel of all who
have, visited it. Itis Baldwin's track
on Baldwin's ranch in Baldwin's town,
for the little city of Arcadia Is Bald-
win's creation and he controls it as
completely as he does his own house-
hold.
