WASHINGTON, Dec. 15.—Senators
Teller, Curtis and La Follette, compos-
ing the committee which was author-
ized to investigate the affairs of the
Kickapoo Indians, soon will submit to
ithe senate a report giving the names
of several persons who are alleged to
have dealt fraudulently with the Kick-
apoos, who emigrated to Mexico ard

disposed of their lands at Shawnee,
Okla. The report mentions a clique
known as the “Chapman-Grimes-Conine
people,” and says that their conduct in
procuring the valuable lands owned by
the Mexican Kickapoo Indians was
criminal and brutal in the extreme,

It is recommended that a special at-
torney be appointed, who shall act un-
der the direction of the department of
justice in entering suits to set aside
all deeds to Kickapoo lands.

The alleged criminal acts of the men
mentioned in the report appear to be
hard to deal with, in the opinion of the
committee, for the reason that most of
them were committed in Mexico. Con-
cerning the doings of the Chapman-
Grimes-Conine people the report says:

Ountrages were shamelessly perpetrated” by
them, and thelr conduet has never equaled
in the history of any dealings to obtain lands
from the American Indians. The names of the
Indians were willfully and deliberately forgsd
to the deéds claimed to héve been taken in

NEW YORK, Dec. 15.—Last week's|
financial matkets reflected one of those
reversals of movement by which the
limitations of the existing - situation
became defined.

the general money stringency.

L.ast week saw the growth of a con-
vietion that too much haste was be-
ing made in anticipation of the pass-
ing of these abnormal conditions. Less
confidence was feit that the resumption
of cash payments by the banks and
the re-establishment of the credit sys-
tém could be effected by the end of
the year. The New York banks acted
on the evidence that steps were incum-
bent upon them to repair their posi-
tion as a necessary preliminary .to the

in the country. The contraction of
loans in pursuance of this end ran up
the week's money rate and turned
prices of securities downward.

Another active factor toward check-
ing the rebound in the markets was
the question of dividend reductions,
which was brought forward by the
week's events. Railway traffic officials
also made public thein discovery that
beyond the traffic now moving on old+
orders little new busimess is in sight.
The declaration of serip instead of cash
dividends by the Western Union and
the Atlantic Coast line opened the field
to conjecture of similar results to flow
from the trade reaction.

15.—Determined 1o}
carry the fight against Judge Wilfley,
preme authority in the Amerlcan
court of China, to the highest tribunal,
George F. Curtis, an American attor-
ney of Shanghai, arrived in Tacoma
last night.

Wilfley, especially by Americans In
China. They accuse him of prejudice,
partiality and arbitrary rulings and
are determined.to have him removed.
He is accused of having disharred from
practice a majority of the American
lawyers in China, of prejudicing Amer-
ican interests and of injuring American
trade in the orient. Wilfley hails from
St. Louis. He was formerly attorney
general of the Philippines under Gov-
ernor Taft.

“At San Francisco T shall flle an ap-
plication before the United States cir-
cuit court of appeals,” sald Curtis.
“Then I shall go on to Washington to
wage a fight against Judge Wilfley. I
expect that the matter will get into
congress after the holidays, for we are
detérmined to obtain relfef.

“My cases at Francisco are to
be mandamus proceedings. I am rep-
resenting Americans at Shangha! whose
interests - have been jeopardized by
Judge Wilfley’s arbitrary rulings. All
appeals nave been overruled by him.

“We consider it unfortunate that
Secretary Taft during his recent tour
of the orient saw fit to indorse what
Judge Wilfley had done.”
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BAVTNETT FAGES A NEW
CHARGE O DVERDRAFT

ProsecutorHoff Cook Takes
Inquiry Deeper Into
Bank Wreckage

“When the grand jury meets Wednes-
day afternoon it will investigate the
charge that W. J. Bartnett overdrew

his account with the California safe
deposit and trust company within a
few days of the suspension. If it can
be shown that he knew that the bank
was insolvent and withdrew the money
with criminal intent he can be prose-
cuted on a charge of embezzlement,
The courtsshave held tifat in such
cases the ctime can be proved if crim-
inal intent is shown. Under the law
charges of obtaining money on false
pretenses can be prosecuted and con-
victions obtained if it can be shown
that persons were persuaded by false
reports of the standing or solvency of
the bank to deposit money therein. We
will proceed with felony charges
against any official or director of the
bank who is culpable.”—Statement of
Assistant District Attorney William
Hoff Took.

An investigation which will include
in its ramifications all phases of the
wreck of the California, safe deposit
and trust company will be taken up
by the grand jury- Wednesday. The
distriet attorney’s office through Wil-
liam Hoff Cook first will present the
evidence against Bartnett and J. Dal-
zell Brown of the bank in reldation to
thelr alleged embezzlement of the Col-
ton securities. Barclay Henley and
Crittenden Thornton, attorneys for
certain of the Colton claimants, have
aided the district attorney's office in
preparing the case to be presented to
the panel. Then the investigation of
the parts of James Treadwell, David L.
Walker and others had in the ruin of
the bank will be taken up.

The allegation that Bartnett drew

25,000 from the bank on overdraft
ghortly before the collapse will be
probed. That the money was drawn is

shown by the boéoks, but a conviction
would depend on the ability of the
prosecutors to show that the banker
drew out the money to s=ave himself
from the impending crash. The spe-
cifie erime that could be charged in
that case would be &mbezzlement.

Under section 562 of the penal code
any bank employe who receivés money
on deposit after he knew that the bank
was Insolvent would be guilty of a
misdemeanor, but it is not the plan
of the district attorney’s office to
wreak vengeance on subordinates. The
bank officlals who continued to dangZle
alluring offers before the prospective
depositors and who insisted up to the
end that the California safe deposit
and trust company was solvent are to
be made to suffer. Every official and
every one of the directors is in jeop-
ardy if it is found that they have vio-
lated the law,

That J. Dalzell Brown, the manager,
now in the city prison, tried to give
the impression of the solvency of the
bank to the last is shown in a letter
written by him to H. H. Clark, a stock
btoker, on October 28, two days be-
fore the California safe deposit and
trust company shut the doors upon
empty vaults and a pile of dubious
securities. Clark has sent a copy of
the letter to J. W. Raphael, chairman
of the original depositors’ committee.
Jn Clark’s letter he says to Raphael:

“The following is an extract from a
letter to me from J. Dalzeil Brown,
dated October 28, two days before the
bank closed its doors, in reply to a
letter from me asking for a statemen
of the bank’s affairs:"” :

We do not issue monthly statements, but In-
close herewith our last printed statement of
date of Jume 80. I am pleased to inform you
that since that date our deposits have inereased.
The shores of the Pacific are so far removed
from the disturbed coudition of Wall street that
we are not in any way affected here by the
eastern money stringeney, and business is entire-
1y normal, not only with us, but with all the
banks in town.
