CO3IPLETIXG NEW STATION

BERKELEY, Dec. 15.—Work on the
interior of the new Southern /Pacific
depot, which the railroad- company'- Is
erecting at Berkeley station at a cost
of $40,000, began yesterday and the
structure will be ready for occupancy
by the first of the year.

'

The station is built in the Mission
style of architecture, 1 376 feet long and
44 feet wide. The feature of the build-
ing is the arcade from the northeast
corner on the north, west and south
elevations to j the southeast corner. The
columns of the arcade are "reinforced
concrete with cement base, except In
the case of -the piers, in the facade
arch, which are of brick. The building
Itself is of dark red brick with a slate
roof. The floor will be oflvitrifled tile.'

The open court between the two main
buildings of the "depot will-be- paved
between the grass plats, while a^ foun-
tain willplay in the center. Overhead
in the .court will be an opaque glass
roof, the -feature of the

building will ba devoted to a.baggage
room and men's Ismoking and retiring
rooms. The building to the- south' of
the court; will be the general ticket
office, waiting room and ladles' parlor.
