The wave of amateurism has swept
over the automobile game and the Am-
ateur Athletic Union of the United
States has taken a hand in motor car
racing. At the annual meeting a reso-
lution was adopted, declaring that au-
tomobilists who raced for cash or
againdt professional drivers were not
amateurs and notice was sent to thes
various registration committees to re-
fuse to grant amateur standing to
these automobilists.

This will have a great gffect on races
to be held throughout the United
States, especially in Californla and par-
ticularly in San Francisco. Under the
rulings of the amateur bodles it would
not be possible for an automobilist
who cared to preserve his amateur
standing to compete In contests in
which hired chauffeurs participated.
Thus an amateur taking part In an
endurance run to Del Monte or Witter
Springs, driving a car against paid
chauffeurs, would suspend himseif from
competition in events over which tha
amateur athletic union has jurisdio-
tion.

For some time the national body
governing automobiling has made a
faint attempt to draw the amateur line,
but without much success. Now that
the amateur athletic union has taken
a hand in the game the line between
amateurism and professionallsm will
be drawn rigidly.

CIVIL SERVIGE BOARD
CHARGED WITH FAILURE

Failure on ‘the part of the ecivil
service commissioners to live up to|
the spirit of the civil service reform |
movement and to adequately meet the |
exigencies which arise Iin filling places
in the city government under the merit |
system are charged against the in-|
cumbent board by the municipal eivil
| service employes’ assocfation in a com-

aAY5 CONGAESS 13 LOTH
0 PROBE THE FLURRY

WASHINGTON, Dec. 18 —Senator
Culberson today discussed his resolu-
tions directing the committee of finance
to investigate the causes of the flnan-

cial stringency. He referred to the
messages of the president in which he
suggested the necessity of legislation in
the near future and said that either
the president had changed his mind or
that congress was loth to carry out
recommendations.

“I have noticed,” said Culberson,
“that statements from Mr. Roosevelt
have not always been received with
that degree of welcome as was those
off his illustrious predecessor, George
Washington.”

Culberson had read an article in a
Philadelphia paper declaring that
banking laws had been dictated by
banking interests.

“It is sald by some,”” he sald, “that
this condition is due to the machina-
tions of stock gamblers who would
cripple commerce in order to force the
money which was in the interior banks
to the east, where it may be used for
speculative purposes.”

The resolution was referred to the
finance committee.

Resolutions were introduced by Sen-
ator Tillman asking the Interstate
commerce commission to report wheth-
er any corporation engaged in inter-
state commerce was the owner of the
stock of any other corporation carry-
ing passengers and freight, and calling
on the interstate commerce commission
to define the authority of the federal
government and of the states in re-
spect to the control of the liquor traffic
through the operation of the interstate
commerce law.

These resolutions provoked consider-
able debate and were finally referred
to the senate gommittee, though one
of them was transformed into a bill.

The bill provides that all intoxicat-
ing liquors transported Into any state
or territory or remaining therein shall
upon arrival within the state and ‘be-
fore or after dellvery to the consighee
be subject to the laws of such state in
the same manner as though such liquors
had been produced in such stateg or
territory and shall not be exempt there-
from by reason of being introduced in
original package or otherwise.

COUNTRY'3 COAL MINES
CLAIM MANY VIGTIMG

WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.—The &oal
mines of the Unlted States are killing
three times as many men per 1,000 em-
ployes as those of most European coun-
tries. In the last seventeen years 22,-
840 men have given up their lives in
the mines In this country. As many
violent deaths have occurred in the
mines during the last six years as
during the preceding eleven years.

The number of fatal accidents each

| year is now double that of the year
‘1895. 1In 1906 6,861 men were killed or

injured In the mines, the dead number-
ing 2,061 and the injured 4,800.

These facts have been gleaned by
government experts acting under or-
ders from Secretary Garfield of the in-

ture and extent of mine disasters, par-
tic 1y those resulting from explo-
siond, and also to make suggestions as
to how mining conditions may be im-
proved and accidents prevented.

PROPOSES PENALTY FOR
TAX DODGING COMPANIES

SACRAMENTO, Dec. 18.—Enactment
of laws which will compel corporations
to give to the state board of equaliza-
tion all the information it holds neces-
sary for making just assessments was
considered at length by the state rev-
enue and taxation commission and the
state board of equalization today.

The commission took up the revi-
sion of the political code sections re-
lating to the taxation of banks and in-
surance companies and the subject of
penalties to be imposed upon the fail-
ure of such corporations to make re-
ports as required by the state board of
equalization and what machinery
should be provided for the payment of
various corporation taxes.

As to punishments, it was the deci-
sion that there should not only be pen-
alties for officers of, corporations who
failed to appear when cited, but also
for the corporations themselves In case
they refuse to allow examination of
| their books or to furnish information.

When State Controller Nye was
asked how changing the code would af-
fect such cases as that of the Pullman
company, which refused to give the
state board certain information it de-
sired, he sald:

“It was stated by the officlals of the
Pullman company that they were not
in a position to give certain informa-
tion asked by the state board. Under
the new law proposed it would be com-
pulsory on the part of such companies
to give the information asked, as the
law would be specific and enumerate
just what is required of the companies,
s6 that neither the Pullman company
nor any other would be able to get
around it.”

The session of the commission came
to a close today. No date was set for
another meeting, and it is probable
that none wil] be held for six months.
The commission will make its report
direct to the legiglature.

The police and fire committees of
the board of supervisors met in joint!
session yesterday and took up the mat-
ter of Improving conditions in the de- .
partment of electrieity. Superintendent
Hewitt reported that he had been com-
pelled to lay off 28 of the 57 employes
to meet a deficit of $2,500 in the appro-
priation.
