Stone succeeds Sargent S. Nor-
ton, who retired on account of in-
creasing years and the discovery ot
extensive discrepancies In the accounts
of the oflJce. -.. -.-._.

These .discrepancies,, amounting to
about $15,000, were placed at the door ot
former Chief Clerk Fred B.English, who
was dismissed in September. His dis-
charge came after B. W. Marshall, spe-
cial agent of the land office, had ren-
dered a report on the condition of tha
records.

Much of the trouble In the receiver's
office is said to be due to the destruc-
tion of the original records during tha
fir© in San Francisco. The investiga-
tion has not been concluded as to pos-
sible action in the courts against Eng-
lish.
