FOR PRISONERS IN TOMBS

T. Otway Sadlelr, the official of the
California 6afe deposit and trust com-
pany who committed suicide, left
everything he possessed to his friend.
J. Dalzell Brown, specifically disin-
heriting his brothers, sisters and other
relatives. The will of Sadlel'r. mak-
ing this disposition of his estate, was
filed yesterday by the public adminis-
trator, together with a petition for
Ifttc-rs of administration. Brown, al-
though the sole legatee, having failed
to apply.

Sadieir's estate, so far as is known,
did not exceed $5,000. There was $574
in money on his person, an automobile
worth $4,000 and other personal effects
•worth between $400 «.nd $500. His sa.fe
deposit box has not yet be#n opened
and may prove to'contain property of
value. Following is the full text of
