The following
day they came to this city, and on Oec-
tober 1 Coyle bought a livery stable
for 84,000 cash. On Oectober 17 his|
bride left for her former home to bring
her wedding presents. ‘The following
day Coyle drew $500 from a local bank
on the advice of a friend and said he
wpuld deposit it in a savings bank.
i Early the next day he was seen at
the livery stable, but soon after dis-
appeared, &nd that was the last heard
of him until the arrival of the letter
from Alaska yesterday. He did not
in a savings bank.
He had written to his wife October 18
that he would meet her on her return
October 22. When he did not meet her
Mrs. Coyle made Inquiries and then
notified the pohce.
