$125,000; for a site near the. high and
polytechnic schools, $125,000. These
three sites we recommend to your
honorable body for your consideration
and suggest that steps be taken at
once to bring the question before the
public. We estimate that the tax upon
the long term bonds for the sum above
recommended wotld amount annually
to about $1.26 on every thousand dol-
l‘u of taxable property.” ;
