Convention of American Asso-
ciation Approves Plan for
Leasing Lands

DENVER, Jan. 22.—The eleventh an-
nual convention of the American na-
tlonal livestock association was unable
to complete its work this afternoon
and adjourned until tomorrow morning,
when its officers for the ensuing term
will be elected and the place of the
next meeting selected.

The afternoon was taken up in a dis-
cussion of the Burkett b'l}l for the leas-

ing of public lands, and it was ap-
proved by an overwhelming vote,

The question of leasing public lands
for grazing came up in the report of
the committee on resolutions on the
subject. The majority report favored
the passage of Senator Burkett's bill
with certain amendments made by the
committee. 4

A minority report was made by Isaac
Baer of Mesker, Colo., who offered a
substitute opposed to every form of
leasing of public lands and indorsing
the stand taken by the convention of
the Colorado cattle and horse growers’
assoclation.

The most important amendment to
the Burkett bill by the committee pro-
vides a maximum grazing fee of 4
cents per acre and a minilmum of half
a cent per acre. Other amendments to
the bill provide for the movement of
livestock across the public lands and
for fencing rights,
