Customers and Proprietor Are
Ordered to Line Up, Faces
to the Wall

Lock the Doors and Go Through
Men’s Pockets and the
Cash Register

Two robbers, each with a handker-
chief covering his face and armed with
a revolver, entered the saloon of Louils
Lenss, Fourteenth and Howard streets,
between § and 10 o'clock Thursday
night and ordered Lenss and three cus-
tomers, Willlam O'Day and Albert
Bartnes of 79 Erie street, and Thomas
|Lamey. 1840 Howard street, to throw
iup their hands. The command was
obeyed promptly and then the men
were ordered to turn their faces to the
wall.

The highwaymen locked the front
#nd side doors of the saloon and
searched the pockets of the four men,
but found nothing of value. One of
them opened the till and took its con-
tents, consisting of about $15. A re-
volver was also taken. The doors were
then unlocked and the footpads disap-
peared in the darkness. Lenss notified
Policeman Doran, but the policeman
could not find any trace of the robbers.]
