GOAD SUPERVISORS .

Eastern Bailiwick of Alameda
County Is Organizing
Against Neglect

Bridge Is Bullseye of Target,
as Dissatisfied Towns
Are His Charge

OAKLAND, Feb. 5—The battle be-
tween the forces of civic improvement
and the board of supervisors of Ala-
meda county is on in Melrose, Fitch-
burg, Highland and adjacent districts,
and an active campaign to compel John
Mitchell and his henchmen on the board
of supervisors to act will be waged on
and after Thursday night, February 13,
when a civie league will be organized
at a meeting of citizens to be held in
the Baptist church at Melrose. The
nucleus of the new league will be
formed by property owners and busi-
nessmen of the districts.

Not only will a civic improvement
league be orgapized, but as soon as
committees can be appointed they will
immediately organize every precinct in
the districts, No step will be over-
looked which can add emphasis as to
the pronounced dissatisfaction now ex-
isting over the noncompliance of the
supervisors with the wishes and rights
of the eastern suburbs.

The league, organized from the
ground up, will be in a position to
force the supervisors to take cogni-
zance of the needs of the east end peo-
ple, as voiced by Dr. Walter E. Tanner,
who last night openly faced Supervisor
William B. Bridge and plainly told him
what he thought of the supervisors,
without quibbling or mincing words.

BRIDGE IS THE BULLSEYE

Bridge has been singled out as the
bullseye of the supervisorial target, be-
cause Melrose and Fitchburg lie in his
district, and his vote will be watched
in future when anything of import to
that end of the county may come be-
fore the board. The people are sick of
promises of better streets and improve-
ments which never come and now pro-
pose to be bluffed no longer.

The supervisors will be required to
do something for Melrose and its vi-
cinity or else confess their well known
propensities in expending $650,000 of
the people’s money on such projects as
a foothill boulevard or a county Jjail
far beyond the present or ‘prospective
needs of Alameda county.

Such little incidents as the passing
over in seven months of approximate-
ly $35,000 to the Oakland Tribune, as
disclosed by the Ingler grand jury, and
even more glaring evidences of Dargie-
fsm and graft coming coincidentally
with no expenditures at all in the out-
lying districts, have aroused the peo-
ple to action, which will end only when
the supervisors do something more ma-
terial for Melrose welfare than mere
bluffing and talking.

ORGANIZE, SAYS PREACHER

Rev. Walter E. Tanner of the Mel-
rose Baptist church said:

“The time is now at hand when the
people who live in Melrose, Fitchburg,
Fruitvale and adjacent places should
organize, assert themselves and see to
it that they are getting value received
for the taxes they pay into the county
treasury. To do this it will be neces-
sary to watch the board of supervisors,
and watch closely. Supervisor William
Bridge has admitted that his district
has not altogether been treated square-
ly by the body of which he is a mem-
ber. The chief aim of the civic league,
which Wwill be organized at a mass
meeting to be held in the Melrose Bap-
tist church on Thursday night, Feb-
ruary 18, will be to see that Melrose,
| Fruitvale, Fitchburg and the other dis-
tricts concerned are not overlooked by
the county board of supervisors and
that county funds which should be ex-
pended in improving the territory
mentioned are not diverted to other
purposes.

STANDS FOR SQUARE DEAL

“The league will stand for strict en-
forcement of the laws, for clean poli-
tics and a square deal. It will not in-
dulge in personalities and will not at-
tack the members of the board of su-
pervisors as individuals. The super-
visors are now under fire, according to
a statement made by Supervisor Bridge,
and he fears that continued agitation
and exposures of the workings of the
governing body of the county are doing
no good and are causing harm.

“Public servants are amenable to the
people who put them in power and as
such are subject to criticism by their
creators. It will be difficult to stem
the tide of investigation that has set
in against the board of supervisors, as
there appears to be a determination on
the part of the tax payers of Alameda
county to ascertain just how their
money is being expended or wasted
and who is responsible for such ex-
penditures and losses.

“The civic league that will be formed
will enlighten the people relative to
matters upon which efforts are now
being made to hold down the 1i{d. When
the 1id is finally forced off revelations
may be expected.”

RETORT EXPLODES AND

ASSOCIATED TAKES OVER
JAPANESE OIL CONTRACT

Makes Arrangement With Gra-
ciosa Company to Handle
Fuel for Export

An agreement has been reached be-
tween the Associated oil company and
the Graciosa oil company by which
the former has taken over, for the
time being at least, the 20,000,000 bar-
rel Japanese contract. This will re-
lleve the Graciosa company from the
necessity of going into the open mar-
ket for fuel oil to. meet the demands of
the contract. The demands made upon
the Graciosa fields for local refining
purposes cut deeply into the supply
available for export, and for a time it
appeared that the company would be
forced to go into the open market, and,
in view of the recent rise in prices, pay
a figure far above that at which it has
agreed to make delivery to the Japa-
nese. Overtures were made. to the
Associated company and an arrange-
ment perfected by which the Asso-
clated will take over the contract. For
the present the output of the Graciosa
is being taken by the Associated.

Negotiations are being carried on be-
tween the independent oil producers of
the Kern district and the Associated,
but no agreement as to price has yet
been reached. The Associated has of-
fered 40 cents a barrel, the price at
which the latest contracts.were made,
and the independents have asked 75
cents. An arrangement has been made
by which the independents will .run
their oil Into the Associated storage
tanks temporarily during the negotia-
tions. If a contract is made the oil will
be taken over by the Associated at the
stipulated figure, otherwise the stor-
age expenses will be assessed against
the independents by the Associated.

PROPRIETOR OF BATHS
SUED BY NEGRO WOMAN

Mrs. Lawrence, Prevented From
Enjoying Salt Water,
; Wants $299

Suit by a negro woman for damages
for being refused admission to a public
bathouse was commenced in the jus-
tice’s court yesterday by Maggie Law-
rence against R. Herman, proprietor of
the Harbor view salt water baths, for
$299. Mrs. Lawrence is a sufferer from
chronic rheumatism and has frequently
patronized other salt water baths. On
January 25, states the complaint,
which was drawn by Attorney Halpin,
she purchased a ticket of admission to
the Harbor view establishment, “en-
titling her the same as other citizens
to the privilege of bathing,” but was re-
fused admission by the defendant, who
is alleged to have discriminated against
her on account of her race #nd color.

The suit was brought under section
51 of the clvil code of California, under
which colored persons are entitled to
full and equal privileges of inns, bath-
houses, ete. The section turther pro-
vides that damages in the minimum
sum of $50 may be recovered for breach
of the law.

INVITES ALL TO
SEE JURY DRAWN

Judge Ogden Allows Uneasy
Citizens Privilege of Pro-
test Against Jurors

Jurist Intends to Insure Tribu-
nal’s Future Acts Against -
Impeachment

———

OAKLAND, Feb. b.—Any person
whose conscience or whose attorney
may tell him that he may be indicted
by the grand jury during the ensuing

term has been requested to be present
tomorrow, when 30 names will be
drawn from the grand jury box, and
also next Tuesday, when 19 men are to
be chosen from the 30 to serve on the
grand jury, according .to the announce-
ment from the bench made by Superior
Judge Frank B, Ogden today. The in-
vitation was issued to allow any such
person an opportunity to protest
against any individual grand juror or
against the manner of the impanelment
of the jury, and exemplifies the extremse
care being taken by Judge Ogden and
District Attorney Brown in securing
that body. Judge Ogden sald:

“I want to insure the formation of a
grand jury whose acts will withstana
any kind of impeachment, whethar it
indicts a murderer or a county official.
It is only fair to have persons present
who may be interested to allow them
to protest, if they see fit, against the
personnel or the manner of drawing
this grand jury. It will also act as an
insurance that the body is impaneled
correctly and that its subsequent acts
will be upheld.”

As a further precaution, Judge Ogden
secured from the county clerk's office
a foom which hs h4d drawn up many
years ago, which provided for a formal
order for the drawing of the names
from the box and also for the posting
of the order on thse doors of the court-
house and on the minute book of the
court. The posting of the order on the
door of the courthouse was carried out
today for the first time since Frank
Jordan was county clerk.

Judge Ogden planned originally to
draw the names from the box today,
but postponed the action ons day when
the additional precautions suggested
themselves to him.

WELL KNOWN PHYSICIAN
KILLED BY S. P. TRAIN

On Way to Arrange Relative’s
funeral When He Meets
His Own Death

PALO ALTO, Feb. 5.—Dr. Frank
Hayden Moss, aged 43, a well known
physician, who resided near Morgan
Hill, was run over and killed by a
Southern Pacific train last night near
his home. The mother in law of Moss
had died the night before and he in-
tended to go to San Jose to make ar-
rangements for the funeral. He
walked along the track and attempted
to board the train as it sped past. He
was thrown under the wheels and
ground to death.

Dr. Moss was the son of the late
Chief Justice Moss of Toronto. He
was educated at Upper Canada college,
Toronto, and after receiving his med-
ical degree joined the staff of the Lon-
don general hospital. Six yeats ago
he was married to Miss Elizabeth Teet,
daughter of an Episcopal clergyman
at Palo Alto. Dr. Moss had become
prominent in his profession in this sec-
tion of the state. He is survived by a
wife and one child.

LAWYER FINED $72 FOR
FORGETTING TO APPEAR

Judge Cook Inflicts Drastic Pun-
ishment on Walter J.
Thompson

Walter J. Thompson, an attorney, was
fined $72 by Judge Carroll Cook yes-
terday for failing to appear in court
to try a jury case In which he was
counsel for the defendant. Judges often
complain about the .facility with which
lawyers forget their appointments with
the courts, but seldom do they inflict
such drastic punishment as that
awarded by Judge Cook. Thirty-six
jurors were in attendance in connection
with the trial of Thomas Enwright for
robbery. It cost the city $72 for the
jurors, and Judge Cook adjudged
Thompson in contempt of court and
ordered that he recoup the city in that
amount.
