Haz-
let and Minnie Bright closed. well and
made a nose finish of it for the place.
The honors rested with Hazlet, in spite
of a bad stumble close to the wire.
Opulant and Air, which showed speed
In the early part of the race, faded
away in. the 'last ftlrlong.

EASY FOR THE CAPTAIS*

Mose Ooldblatt put over a good thing
in the second race, which was won
by Tburbet, backed down from 7 to 3's.
Tommy Sands was;' up, and rode
as Ifhis life depended on the outcome.
The horse had the tpeed to get to
the. front on the back stretch, but
showed a disposition to stop at the
last turn. Sandy plied his whip with
vigor and by strenuous efforts kept
the horse going long enough to win
by two lengths from Cocytus, the fa-
vorite, which closed stoutly. BillyWat-
kins distanced the balance for show.
V.'ilraore showed speed for six furlongs
and then stopped to nothing-. Evi-
dently he is nothing but a sprinter.

Confessor limped a bit on his way
to the post, but William Walker, his
owner, said that his horse was not
lame, as some thought to be the case.
Joe Riley and Integrity cut out the
early pace, but the former broke down
and was pulled up at the turn. Tan-
cred then took the lead and looked to
have the race well in band, when
Jockey Keogh brought Watchful from
behind with an Irresistible rush and
won by the greater part of•a length.

The breeding bureau race, which
opened the day's spon. resulted, in a
huge fiasco. Starter Holtmah sending
the field' away without Confessor, the
favorite. This proceeding seemed In-
excusable in view of the fact that there
were only five.starters. Holtman dis-
patched the other four contenders to a
flying start before Jockey Harris could
get ready to break with the favorite.
and the horse was left flatfooted. As
In previous races of this description,
there had been some lively switching
about In the betting. Confessor had
been opened favorite, but went back
under the influence of a play on Integ-
rity. Toward post time the money
poured Into the ring for Confessor and
he was backed down from 2 to 1 to
about even money. "Watchful went to
the post looking so much better than
in his previous races that there was a
livelypost play on him.

Tom Shaw's victory was es much of
a surprise to his owner. A, F. Dayton,
as it was to the general public. The
horse was purchased by Dayton from
Barney Schreiber several weeks ago
and was making his initial start in the
Dayton colors. Immediately after his
transfer to the Dayton stable he was
stricken with blood poisoning and Day-
ton feared that he would not be up to
a bruising race yesterday because of
the letup In his training. The result
was that he let ffitn run unbacked, and
the horse went begging- for support in
the betting ring, his odus receding from
an opening- quotation of 4 to as high
as '2o. The race which the colt ran
under the circumstances stamps him
as of better than ordinary caliber. Out-
run in the early part, he galloped over
the leaders from the head of the
stretch. Elevation, which finished sec-
ond and all but won, ran unplaced
among cheap, selling platers in a dis-
tance race a day or two ago after show-
ing early speed. Yesterday he reversed
his way of running by closing with a
whirlwind rush after being last at the
head of the stretch. Bucolic, which
ran third, was making his first start at
the meeting. He beat the .lightly
weighted Reene "W, which had met
with Interference at a critical point,by
a head for the show. Slarwood, making
the first start of bis career, showed a
high turn of early speed, but failed to
stay, as might have been expected.

Tom Shaw's Surprising Victory in
the Kenwood Handicap

The matter, it is learned, grew out i
of the recent bidding up of Goldblatt's ;
Belmere by_ Charlie Bowman, the well
known book maker. Bowman boosted'
the horse /.because he -believed that he ;

had been given the double-cross by
Goldblatt Jn the Oaks preliminary, in
which Goldblatt's filly Keep Moving
made a poor showing after her owner
had privately informed Bowman that
she would surely \u25a0win.' 1 Bowman held
her in bis book and laid against the
other contenders, losing heavily on
the race. .in retaliation he bid Belmere
up and Goldblatt let the horse go at
$1,000, -publicly declaring that he had
offered the horse at private sale prior
to the race for $500. Here is where the
sensational feature of the story comes
in. . • .

Bowman, smarting under the impli-
cation that he had acted the "sucker;*
in paying $1,000 for a supposedly
worthless horse, privately informed
some of his intimates that immediately

after Belmere had passed into his pos-
session a fellow book maker had waited
on him and, representing himself to
have been sent by Goldblatt, proposed

that Belmere be returned "to the Gold-
blatt stable at the figure for which
Bowman had acquired me horse*. In
return for this favor, Bowman told his
friends, the book maker declared, that

.Bowman would be given a chance to
make some money off 'Belmere next
time out in the Goldblatt colors, and
that $1,000 would be put in his cash
box to lay against the horse, the infer-
ence being that care would be taken
to keep the horse from winning. It
was pointed out. Bowman said, that he
would be in a position to make more
in this way than ifhe should retain the
horse. Bowman declared that he re-,
jected the proposition, instantly and
emphatically. v

In some way the story reached the
ears of the* stewards and they insti-
tuted an Inquiry. Bowman- admitted
that he had made the statement at-,

tributed to him, but attempted to

shield the book maker- In question by
withholding his name. Under pressure
he finally divulged the man's ide|tlty.
Interviews with Goldblatt and the
book maker are said to have followed.
The former Is said ..: to .have denied
point blank that he had sent anybody

to Bowman and to have further said
that he would not have Belmere back
in his 6table at -any price, as he re-
garded him as almost a hopeless propo-

sition. The book maker, it is alleged,

denied that he had made any Improper

proposal to Bowman, but is said to
have admitted advising him to return
the horse to Goldblatt. He claimed, • it
is understood, that In approaching

A-turf scandal in which Mose Gold-
blatt, proprietor of the New Orleans
stable, and a book maker whose iden-
tity probably will be divulged later on,
are the central figures -occupying the
attention of the stewards of the New
California Jockey club.. Although noth-
ing has been officially given out con-
cerning the case, it Is learned that In-
vestigation-into the matter has been,
in progress for two days and that
statements have been taken from the
various persons involved.;/
