“They will be actions brought in the
courts to have the company found
gullty of violating the law prohibiting
rebates, and the judge will have the
power to set the penalty, which will be
a fine.

While the prosecutions of the South-
ern Pacific company for violations of
the regulations of the interstate com-
merce are proceeding the state board
of railroad commissioners will investi- |
gate rebating committed by the Harri-
mamnline in its intrastate commerce.

Raymond Benjamin, assistant attor-
ney general, left last night for Los An-
geles, where he will subpena the books
of the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe
and the Salt Lake, Los Angeles and San
Pedro railroad companies, and from the
records obtain evidence of rebating and
discrimination practiced by those roads.
Thig is in line with the work Benjamin
has been carrying with the aid of the
Southern .Pacific company’s books, in
which he made the sensational discov-
ery that the Harriman road had dis-
criminated in more than 4,000 instances,
laying it open to fines aggregating
$80,000,000.

Commissioners A, €. Irwin, H. D.
Loveland and Theodore Summerfield
went to JLos Angeles Saturday night
and there they will confer with Ben-
jamin during the examination of the
books of the Santa Fe and Clark roads.

HUNT MORE OFFENSES

“Owing to the postponement of the
investigation into the alleged rebating
and discrimination of the Southern Pa-
cific, the railroad commission and the
attorney generzl's office is now in a
position to examine the records of
the two roads whose California head-
quarters are in Los Angeles,” sald
Benjamin before his departure. “We
have not vet completed our scrufiny of
the books of the Southern Pacific com-
pany, but T believe the task will be fin-
ished in three or four days.

“My work in Los Angeles may taka
a week., It will he along the identical
lines I followed in my investigation of
the Southern Pacific records. T shall,
have access to the books of the compa-
nies and shall cite instances of refund-
ing payments made by the companies
on freight.”

Shortly after the return of George
W. Luce, general traffic manager of the
Southern Pacific company, from the
east, the rallroad commission will be-
gin the Investigation into Southern Pa-
cific rebating. The date set is March
5. Benjamin refused yesterday to dis-
cuss the defense of the Harriman line
as outlined briefly by Peter F. Dunne,
the Southern Pacific attorney. Dunne
said that, while the company would ad-
mit making refund payments to ship-
pers, it would show that no diserimina-
tion had been practiced.

Representatives of four big Portu-
guese benevolent societies met with
acting Consul General Bettencourt in
Oakland yesterday to complete plans
for memorial services to the late King
Carlos, which they expect to hold!
March 1, just 30 days afteér the asses-
gination of their former monarch.

The meeting, which was held in Ger-
mania hall, was attended by nearly
300 prominent Portuguese men and
women of San Franclsce and Oakland.
It had' first been planned to hold the
memoria\ February 10, but was post-
poned owing to the illness of Dr. Bet-
tencourt and unsettied conditions In
Portugal. The services, which will be
held in St. Joseph's Portuguese church
in Oakland, will consist of a simple
requiem high mass for the peace of the
dead. !

Tt
was proposed to hold a meeting in a
hall, with a program of speeches and
pattiotic ceremonies, bui definite action
will not be taken until the end of the
week.
