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! RENO,. Nev., Feb. 20.—Bloodshed
is feared at Rawhide tonight. One
hundred men heavily armed are laying
siege to the Miller lease on the Liti-
gator claim, located on the side of
Balloon mountain, overlooking the
new mining camp. While daylight
lasted thousands from the camp
watched the siege, and in the dark-
ness tonight they are listening for.the
shots which willsignal the beginning
of a battle between the opposing fac-1
tions.. Edward Miller, who uncov-
ered the rich pay ledge on the lease ;
last Monday, has made a breastwork!
of the high grade which he has sacked
on the property. He has mounted this j
with automatic guns and with 20i

friends is barricaded and awaiting: the
attack. All.efforts .to bring the oppos-
ing factions together have been unsuc-
cessful.

The besieging party is led by-Miller's
five partners; and, a force of.about 100
nsen.
