FRUITVALE JOINS
REFORMERS' RANKS

Thousand Foreigners March on
Quaker City Hall to

Make Demands

i PHILADELPHIA, Feb.

2p.—The j
marching-, of ;nearly -1,000 foreigrners j
upon 'the cityvhall,' where they;said j
j.they- intended to make demands- upon i
Mayor.Reyburn, precipitated a riot

"in j
Broad late this afternoon, in i
which 20 persons %iwere injured before j
the police dispersed the marchers and farrested 14 of them.

The men, most. of whom ,were Ital-
ians and Poles, marched from .the for-
eign,settlement in the; lower section of
the city. -The leaders and a scor^ of
others carried red flags having a black
border. -When thi?y 'reached Broad
street, :a few blocks below the city
hall, several wagons attempted to pass
through the ranks.. The drivers were
dragged /from "their seats v by . the
marchers and beaten. V

Policemen came, to the rescue "and a
riot call was sent in. The motor.bicy-
cle squadron "went through the center-
of the' city;and rounded up the entire
mounted police squad, reserves and all
patrolmen, who were* hurried -. to the
scj?ne in'jwagons and automobiles!^Pri-
vate carriages were even pressed Into
service.

Many who were watching tne pa-
raders got;into the first disturbance,
and .when, the big reserves Ivarried
down upon the marchers a general riot
was in progress. '\u25a0;.

Some of the foreigners drew revol-
ver's and began! firing at the police, and
the: mounted officers, riding into the
cepter.: of the" fight, used their batons
right:and left upon the heads of the
