The colt made up consid-
erable ground afterward and probably
would have won with an even break.

Galves, which was backed to the ex-
clusion of almost everything else in
the opening race, was sent to the post
palpably short, and blew up after lead-
Ing into the stretch, with th*> result
that he finished far back in the ruck.
J. l\. tftowe's Bazil.' wTiose previous
races had been very bad, came to life
with startling suddenness and, showing
speed from the beginning, took the
lead when Galves quit and won out by
half a length in a driving- finish with
the well played Mitre, which, as wellas Alsatian, which finished a close
third, turned a decided form somersault.

Galves, the choice of the first race,
probably owed his defeat to lack of
condition; Novgorod, favorite of the
second, lort all chance at the 'start;
Kogo, favorite of the third, was ridden
with very bad judgment by Jookey
Hayes; Burleigh, held at even money
In the fourth, failed to run his race,
with no excuses, and Mansard, the
choice of the fifth,pulled up lame, "but
would have won had Walter Miller not
ridden him with a timidity that prob-
•ibly was born of a knowledge that
the horse was on the verge of a
breakdown.

of form reversals that have marred the
racing of lat»- at the Emeryville track
i-a.me yesterday, when horses who**;
prevfooa perfurnianocs had been so pour
'that they looked to Jiave scant chance
won five of., the six ra^es, and horses
that looked like sure winners on past
performances ran far below what was
expected . of them. Warning, which
ruled a lukewarm favorite in the clos-
ing rac«», alone saved the backers of
first choices from utter rout. /Jurleigh
and Mansard, both of which looked
like cinches on form, were among the
'live favorites that were badly bt-aten.

Warning, backed into favoritism over
All Ablaze and Bill Curtis, won the
closing race' in a gallop, leading all
the way. Jockey Gilbert brought
Tancred from far back to beat Max-
tress for the place, jLone Wolf, which
finished a close up fourth, might have
won had Jockey Williams made his
move a bit sooner, as he was. running
over horses at the end, after having
been all but last on the backstretch.

Jockey Miller's handling of Mansard
in the fifth race aroused much criti-
cism. The champion rider got the horse
off poorly, took him around his field all
the way and seemingly made little ef-
fort with him at. any stage of the
race. At the end he was running over
the leaders, with Miller sitting supinely
in the saddle. Had the distance been
a bit greater he probably would have
won on his own courage. Jack Keene
had warned Miller before he mounted
that the horse was Indanger of break-
ing down, just as In his previous races,
and this is supposed to account for the
manner in which the boy rode the
horse. Ithas been frequently remarked
of late that Miller is beginning to
show cowardice in the saddle and is
unwilling to take the chances that he
once would. Crystal Wave, which won
the race by a neck ina busy finish with
the weakly ridden Emma G, was backed
only by his stable connections.' The
two finished only a length in front of
Mansard.

Jockey Hilde-
brand moved up gradually with him
and the good thing won easily enough
after a sharp drive with the favorite
from the last turn to the sixteenth
pole. Miller beat the gate with Bur-
leigh and gave the horse a perfect
ride, but it was with difficulty tjiat he
saved the place from Silver Stocking,
which came fast in the stretch from a
slow beginning.
