"The greatest question before us to-
day is not the liquor question nor the
gambling question, but it is the ques-
tion of court reform and legal reform,
till men's traditions and precedents
willcease to nullifythe laws. Not that
judges are always to blame; they are
the victims of the system as much as
ar« we. They must interpret the laws
technically as they see them, and by
tradition. WX£>

"Then, again, comes the personal
sympathy of Judges. As a whole, Ido
not believe our judges to be corrupt.

But politicians and nominating conven-
tions see to it that the judges are men
who see things as they are wanted to
see them, and sympathize accordingly.
Itisn't In human nature for them to be
fair and impartial.

"Through the action of our legisla-

ture the laws have become a mass of
technicalities and precedent. The best
of lawyers, men of high honor and
worthy in every other respect, have
built up fortunes, devoted their lives
and left no sti unturned to set loose
criminals

—
men they knew to be guilty.

There is no doubt about it. Yet in the
legal profession there are. many who
refuse to be so prostituted.

With stinging words of criticism andsevere rebuke, which stirred the large
congregation that filled Wesley Metho-
dist Episcopal church to expressions of
enthusiastic approval. Rev. E. P. Den-
nett attacked the whole court and
political system of the state of Cali-
fornia last night in a sermon on
"Jesus Christ vs. the California Courts."

The pastor declared that in Califor-
nia courts no longer attempted to Judge
cases on their merits, but based de-
cisions entirely on quibbles of legal
technicalities. In.the mass of techni-
calities that had become a very part
of the law. he said, conviction of
criminals who possessed a pretense of
legal defense had become impossible.
Dr. Dennett said that courts of law
had become victims of a political sys-
tem until justice was a thing that
could not be expected.

Dr. Dennett did not mention any
courts by name, nor did he speak of
any specific case, but throughout his
sermon he referred broadly to the de-
cisions of the appellate and supreme
courts which freed Ruef and Schmitz
fiom charges of extortion. He asserted
that any person who criticised the
prosecution of such criminals was in-
tvrested in tlie outcome and did so from
reasons that affected himself.

At the conclusion of his sermon Dr.
Dennett prayed that the consciences of
iudges and lawyers should be stirred j
:o righteousness and that no traditions
•,i- technicalities should nullify the
taw*. '. -.'j.:-ij.

In the course of his sermon he said:
\u25a0"The" decisions "of' "our California
ourts may be the best of law, but they

•.re not impartial Justice. Our higher
courts are rendering decisions purely
technical! Again and agai!^ rogues and
\u25a0ascals concerning whose guilt there
a-as "no doubt have been turned loose.;
The higher courts have made of no

'

effect the laws until it has become ai
fact that ItIs no use to convict a man,
no matter how plain his offense may
be, if he has a good lawyer to defend
him and takes all technical advantages.

"Higher courts return cases and re-
verse decisions constantly on account
of mere technical flaws. Is Itnot mon-
strous that the laws of the land have
reached such a state that the courts
can fr.ee a man without having passed
at all on the merits of his case? They
do not even attmpt to pass on that, nor
even pretend to say they do. The people
are even getting used to it all. It
doesn't seem possible to make anyjeind
of a case so clear and pertinent but
what finally the traditions of men make
of no effect the laws of God. It has
gotten to be so that men of the highest
integrity don't hesitate to turn guilty
men loose. It is a shocking condition
that has ceased to shock us. Evidence
that to you or me is clear and convinc-
ing is ruled out on technical grounds.

The in-
come is all that is left of a couple of
fortunes \u25a0 which ;the play explains her
father spent before he:died. .'

her mail box like papers on the .porch
during summer vacation. She .makes
her. stage entrance flylnglntoher room
from the street *to avoid a übiquitous
collector of rents. She -has two aunts,
who reared her carefully in the world
of sham, and they:see only,matrimony
as '< an escape from her debts. They
have picked out the man tor.her, and
the man ]in the case is eminently will-
ing. He, J. Montague Buck, is the son
of an:Idaho mine owner who arrived
recently with his family jin New York,
where^the son; has learned to part his
name on the left side and to dancse. He
is a good boy, but "simple. His father
is igood; and simple. -Katherine flirt3
with:the ;lad, but changes her mind
about marrying him when she meets
the slather's mining engineer, who has
brains, but no money, to speak of.

'So she goes home to
reform. r She* refuses "Monty^' and his
millions -and decides to sell a string of
pearls; for J12, 000 that her grandmother
wore once.

She Justified the choice of the piece,
however, and made her comedy points
easily and gracefully. She was entirely
convincing even in places where the
authors were not. Her art has,- It seems,
mellowed and softened and matured
since she ;was here last—not so long
ago,

either—and if she has grown out

of girlish slimness she still has no. need
to plead for credulity to accept her as
Miss Katharine Van Riper, 28 years of
age, of New York.

'It
must have required some temerity to
put Miss Roberts forward in a comedy
role here in San Francisco, where she
is wont to be regarded as a sort, of
champion Sapiio.

Of comedies for' the correction of
manners, satires for the improvement

of morals and of plays with a plain
purpose, we cannot, Isuppose, have too
many. "Sham" therefore is twice, wel-
come. Itis welcome for what it really
achieves as well as for what it prom-
ises. Itis a wittyand clever satire on
fashionable make; believe," a protest
against . the sham of life rand a;clean
story woven of material from the east
(New York), where the shams are, and
from the west (Idaho),' where they are
not, according to the plot. Itpromises
more than "it fulfills; but the yoked
pens of Geraldlne Bonner and Elmer B.
Harris will be encouraged by the suc-
cess of their first attempt, and that will
do something, itmay be hoped, of more
definite and lasting merit.:

FritzKreisler played his farewell con-
cert yesterday afternoon at Christian
Science hall before one of the largest
audiences of the season. His program
was' different ,from any he has' yet

The most pretentious number 'was
Vleuxtemps' concerto in F sharp minor,
and the "trickiest" was Tartinl's sonata,
"Trille dv Dlable." Both numbers were
marvels -of. executant skill. Kreisler's
audience refused to leave the hall after
the final number,;. a Spanish

dance by

ArbOß, but kept on applauding until the
artist responded. Itwas the only*en-
core he gave.

A sample of the wit which shows them
at their highest moment of inspiration
Is this: '"Icould sit all night and listen
to your wife eat soup."

Stevens, assisted by Miss Tina Mar-
shall, makes some livingpictures out
of Dickens' novels. He has a gift of
mimicry which goes deeper than mere
externals of clothes and gestures and
complexion. He reaches Into the spirit
of the creatures of Dickens' brain.

That turn, "Cherrie," must be seen.
It will reconcile you to Carroll and
Cooke or anything else you might not
like. It starts nowhere and ends no-
where and the result . is a few mo-
ments of hilarious fun which will per-
haps save a doctor's prescription. A

An Orpheum audience Is quite be-
yond analysis. It appreciates Edwin
Stevens in a classic little sketch, "An
Evening With Dickens," smiles audibly
at the quaint comedian in the role of
Macawber and in a few minutes is
passing out high class recognition to
a turn by Carroll and Cook that surely
