James N. Gillett and succeeded .E. T.
Allen, who had been in charge for two
years. "When Lull took charge the
warden was J. H. B. Pilkington, who
had served in that position since 1903
and understood his duties thoroughly.
For a time Lull retained Pilkington.
But then there came rumors of a
change.

-
It is directly claimed by many of

those who have come to the rescue
of the sequoias that the destruction
of the trees was the result of incom-
petence on the part of Forester Lull
and his subordinates, who, It is said,
were appointed entirely for political
reasons.

Forty-nine of the largest trees, It
was found by the Sempervirens club
of San Jose, which started the first
investigation a few weeks ago, h*d
been felled and the choicest portions
taken away to be used as lumber.
•More than that, not only did the con-
tractor fail to remove the debris

'
and

dead trees as originallycontracted, but
he also left the forest strewed with
-the debris of the live trees that bad
been felled and In greater danger from
-fire than before.

-

Offsetting this he will have to face
numerous accusers, among them club
women and men, forestry experts from
the universities and; editors, who have
made specific charges that Lull was
Incompetent and burdened by assistants
who held their places more because of
political services rendered than knowl-
edge of forestry, and that the redwoods—

ming trees, the best for lumber, and
not the dead ones

—
were being ruth-

lessly destroyed. The Watsonville Paja-
ronian and the Santa Cruz Surf have
charged that William Epsom, a Santa
Cruz woodman to, whom Lull awarded
the contract for removing the -fire de-
bris, ignored the dead trees and turned
his sawyers upon the livingsequoias
immediately after the visiting season at
the park closed last October.
