EPVVORTH CONFERENCE

Question Raised by Scotch and
Irish Rugbyites inRefusal to

Co to Australia

The remarks contained ln the follow-
ing clippings will also be of deep in-
ternet to th* universities here and will
give a good idea as to how strongly
opposed to "profeslonallsm" the public
is in England and Australia:

Tbe tour of the Britishers Js primarily In-
tended a* a challenge to New Zealand for the
s-jpremtcy which was lost to tb* old country
<>H the occasion of the All Blacks* triumphant !
Tjgit. but ln a subsidiary sen^e It Is intended
also as an encouragement and an expression of
moral support to the Rogby unions of both
Australia and New Zealand ln tbelr fight against
tbe spread of professionalism.

Tbe compodition acd personnel of tbe British ]
team, the names of which were published a few|
days ago, are naturally the subject ol consider- j
able Interest !u Australian Rugby circles, no.
less than ln New Zetland. It may be 'said nt
once that the outstanding feature ln connection
with the team Is the entire absence from it of
both Scotch and Irish players, due to the fact ;
that the Scotch and Irish unions took tbe view
thai oTersea International rislts, instead of help-
Ing to maintain the amateur character of tbe
gam». were mainly responsible for the growth
oi professionalism, and in support of this they
pointed to the formation of the professional team
of New Zealanders who, with tbe arowed ©bj«ct
of making a season's football as successful a
commercial speculation as possible, organized tbe
recent tour and paid their own way to England
to meet the nothem union clubs, trusting to big
gate recelpta for tbe successful outcome of the
renture. and trusting not in »aln. These New
Zealand professionals, according to the Scot-.-b
and Irish HuKby authorities, out and out be-
lievers In strict amateurism and in sport for
the sake of sport, came into existence a« a
result of the financially successful tours, first
of tbe All Blacks and next of tbe South Afri-
cans. Heace the Scotch and Irish unions de-
cided not to support the echema for sending
the team of British amateurs to the colonies and
accordingly none of their players are included \u25a0.

in tbe present Tifitlng team.
Tbe queetlon then naturally arises. Is tbe

team really representative of the best Rngby
football of the United Kingdom? Critics and
experts may answer this question as they will,
but tbe fact remains that the noninclusion of
Scotch and Irish players detract* considerably
from Its representative character. Nevertheless,
ln the players as selected there is ample ma-
terial for choosing a side quite up to tbe stand-
ard of tbe best international football. The in-
clusion of four or flve of the leading Scotch
forwards would have strengthened it Immensely,
because itis universally recognized that for solid
scrimmaging, clever footwork, untiring stamina
and brilliancy a&d dash ln the open the Scotch
forwards are. unexcelled. The Irish forwards
also' have a splendid reputation, and It Is a
matter for regret that the colonial teams will
cot bare an opportunity of putting their prowess

!to the test. So far. however. a« the back de-
!partments are concerned, the selectors of the
Ivisiting team were happily ln a position to ob-
!tain what they wanted among the EoglUb and
(Welsh cluba. despite the fact that there ar*
plenty of home experts who say that Scotland

land Ireland powe»s the two best three-quarters
in the United Kingdom ln the persons of Ken-
neth McLtod of Cambridge university and Harry
Thrift of Trinity college, Dublin. Individually.
X!cL«od >\u25a0 admittedly the most brilliant three

jquarter In any of tbe foar Rugby centers at
home. V.•',

The New South Wales team' leaves
for England In August and the meet-
Ing of this state with the English team
in Australia first will give Rugby men
in Australia a good idea of the type of
team the "Cornstalks" will have to
meet a few months later In England

under different climatic conditions.

Thin team is now on Its way to Aus-
tralia and plays in New Zealand first
and then goes over to Australia.

Idoubt (in the strict and literal sense
of the amateur rule) ifit would be pos-
sible to get together a pure amateur
team In.any part of the world to make
a tour of the globe. For this reason,
then. Ido not think the Scotch and
Irish Rufcby, unions did a wise thing ln
taking a back feat ln the visit of the
team to New Zealand.

In view of the Importance attached
to the visit of the English Rugby team
to Australia and New Zealand. Ihave
taken a few clippings from the Bris-
bane Sports Observer or March 14 which
will be of interest to all amateur
sportsmen in general In this state and
elsewhere. It will bo noticed that both
Ireland and Scotland refused to have
anything to do with the visit of the
team to the antipodes, giving as their
reason that such visits tendo.l to do
more harm to pure amateurism than
good. This reason is a good one as far
as ;t foes. To be a pure amateur and
ii^ld his amateur status n. man on such
visits would have to j>a>* all his own
exj^nGes. This Is simply out of the
question for 90 per cent of the players,
and it always will remain the same as
long as England and Australia ex-
change visits of their respective cricket
and football teams.
