For years he de-
nied himself the pleasure of a day's

week at his chambers In Lincoln's Inn.
Followers o the simple life point with
pride to Mr. Burrows, who is a foe to
most forms of luxury. Of late years he
has dispensed with tobacco and stimu-
lants, and retains good health on the
plainest of féod. And vet this wonder-
ful old man, who has lived in five
reigns and under 17 prime ministers,
can give lessons in walking to many
younger ones, and spends hours watch-
ing cricket matches.

TELL NATIONALITY

How a Man’s Clothes May Indi-
cate Country He Hails From

A man’'s dress invariably proclaims
who and what he is, says the Tailor
and Cutter. It is an index to his char-
acter, his tasfes and his nationality,

features which proclaim the natlonality
of the wearer.

'made, as they are free from those

'ize the products of other countries.
| The American’'s garments are gen-
| erally quite two sizes too large for
‘him, the collar of his coat is exceed-
,ingly narrow and the shoulders and
Iba.ck excessvely wide. His jackets are
| often extremely long and his trousers
| pegtops finished with raised seams.
His favorite garments are the lounge
and Chesterfield, and these are often
finished in some extraordinary way
, which he fanclies to be original.
! The Frenchman {s dressy, his gar-
!ments are close fitting and decidedly
{ “waisty.” He favors the frock and
the morning coat, which he has finished
{ with as much ornamentation as possi-
‘ble Silk facings, braided edges and
| fantastic flaps are all characteristic of
his dress, while he-also pays a good
| deal of attention to his hat, tie and
cuffs.

The German is in many instances a
modified American. He likes plenty of
room, especially about the chest, which
part of his anatomy he delights to make
| much of, consequently there is often a
seam up the front of his coat from the
waist. In cut his garments are angular,
and in style he fuvors the morning coat
and lounge. There is a lack of person-
ality about his attire, and one can in-
variably detect the result of his mili-
tary training in the uniformity of his
garments.

The Spaniard is a modified form of
the Frenchman. His garments arc
tasteful and neat. If the weather is
suitable he discards a vest, and his
jackets are close fitting and finished
with a low roll. Generally speaking,
there is less peculiarity to note about
the Spaniard’'s dress than with many
others.
