NURSES GATHER IN'
NATIONAL MEET

Address of Welcome Delivered
by Mayor Taylor Opens
Convention

—

With half a thousand delegates and
members present, the-national conven-
tion of the nurses’' assoclated alumnae
was opened yesterday afternoon in
Golden Gate hall with speeches of wel-
come by . Mayor Taylor, Dr. Helen P.
Criswell, state president, and Mrs!
Charles D. Lockwood of Los Angeles.

After responses by delegates from
several states, National President An-
nie Damer of New York outlined briefly
the henefits which had resulted from
banding the trained nurses together and
the objects toward which the assocla-
tion should strive.

District nursing and the wide field
of social ald it has opened up was the
theme of Miss La Mottis’ article. Miss
Lina 8. Rogers, relief nurse of Belle-
vue hospital, New York, described the
“follow up” work of securing employ-
ment for recovered patients whose po-
sitions had been lost and their earnings
spent during illness.

Dr. Taylor won the hearts of his
audience recounting some of his early
experiences as an interne when “trained
nursing” was an unknown profession
and thé physician was without the aid
he now deems invaluable.

“Scientlfic nursing,” said Dr. Taylor,
“and modern surgery were coincident
rdevelopments. Each had grown from its
infancy in the last 35 years and the
two had changed mankind's standing
ground in combating disease.”

“In this city, famous for its wel-
comes,” said Dr. Criswell, “it is now
my privilege, on behalf of the Cali-
fornia nurses, to greet you. Ours is
thje first national convention to as-
semble in San Francisco since April,
1906. "Two years.ago it might have
seemed vain to hope that our dream
would be realized, but today the 1,000
members of our state associatign wel-
come’ you to rerisen San Francisco.”

Several hundred nurses visited China-
town in the evening, an early start
being made from the 'St. Francis hotel
so that the members might enjoy the
program arranged for them and given
by the Chinese children of the Presby-
terian mission.

Today's session will open promptly at
9 o'clock and closé for lunch in the
adjoining banquet room at 11 o’clock
to afford ample time to galn favorable
view points to watch the war vessels
come in.

and hundreds of people gathered on the
hills that line the shore,

The Ocean Shore rallroad carried an
excursion party to Pedro terrace, 18
miles below the city. There a great
fire was lighted on a peak overlooking
the ocean and as the battleships passed
an answering display came from the
searchlights. Rockaway, Vallemar,
Brighton beach, Salada and Edgemar
were alight with fires which cast a
greeting out across the water. Mon-
taro, Pigeon point, Halfmoon bay and
Pescadero made carnival of the oc-
casion, sending torches from the hills
into the clouds.

The Ocean Shore excursion party
was afforded a rare spectacle from
Pedro terrace. A few einnamon clouds
smudged the blue and a crescent moon
cast silver rays upon the water. The
bonfires traced glowing, paths into the
deep, preparing a veritable carpet of
light for the great ships to tread upon.
At 8:30 o'elock, half an hour before the
fleet came. in sight, the broad sweep of
‘the searchlights lighted the bleak hills
and painted white‘the dark reaches of
the Sky. The lights grew in bright-

ness as the vessels neared the scene,

when suddenly the Connecticut, in daz-
zling dress, appeared around the point.
In fast succession they followed, one
after the othgr. until in perfect align-
ment there appeared the 16 ships, about
a mile between each. :

Suddenly there came a mad interplay
of searchlights. Together and across
they flashed, two from each ship, until
their combined power illumined the
sea to the glow of day.

As they stood abreast of the point
they signaled to the city, 18 mileés
away. From Point Bonita and Mount
Tamalpais came flagshes in reply. Pass-
ng majestically onward the Connecti-
cut neared the lightship. Then in the
telegraphic code it sent a message to
its comrades, calling upon them to
prepare for anchorage. The big white
lights were darkened and only the in-
candescents told of the presence of the
ships. @éntly thé mist descended and

the armada was lost from view.
