NEW" YORK, May 21.
—

The movement of prices in the stock market
today was erratic to a high degree and wide and sudden declines and advances
succeeded each other in rapid sequence. Itis not to be supposed that opera-
tions over the speculative outlook could undergo such wide and quick altera-
tions as could be reflected by the constant variations in the course of prices
today. The assumption was general, therefore, that these changes were largely
of manipulative origin and designed to conceal the conditions of operations
that were being conducted. The design was successful if this was its
object. Heavy outpourings of stocks for a time would give an appearance'
of disorderly liquidation and as a retreat by the bull party. A sudden
upward spurt would followand send discomfiture into the ranks of the bears,
who had been following the apparent liquidation with short sales.

The action on the stock fosters the
belief that stability of its quotation in the market is as much sought by the
sponsors as prices of the product by officials of the corporation. The Gould
stocks still held a prominent place for rising prices, even while the rest

of the list was reactionary. The assertion persisted that a practical alliance
had been formed between the Gould and Harriman railroad interests and
financial backing for the alliance from the Rockefeller?. A sudden turn from
the downward course of American smelting was due to a new view of the
dividend outlook, of which positive predictions have been current lately that
the rate would be reduced or passed at the next meeting. The declaration
of the regular dividend for National lead gave force to the denials of intended
reduction of the American smelting dividend.
