As used by ihe
Automobile Club of Southern Califor-
nia, the method is one that puts the
cart o«?fore the horse, for before the
road is improved It is lined with
siKT.s giving the directions, the turns
and the dangerous spotc. Thus plainly
marked, the highway at once becomes
popular and if It is In bad shape the
county supervisors are deluged with
complaints until the proper repairs are
mad<=-.

The automobile clubs of Spokane and
Seattle have promised to follow the
I*-««1 of the Los Angeles people" in
placing signs on the roads, and if San
Francisco will join the movement the
promoters of the plan assert that the
Pacitic sop«» willsoon poseefn the best
highways for auto tourists on the con-
xinent.

L. P. Lowe, president of th<* Califor-
nia state automobile association, is one
of th<* <:nthusias.iic advocates of the
good roads movement, and he \u25a0will take
a leading part in the convention.

May 21.—Dr. Ira VanGiesen, expert on hydrophobia -for -the
New York board of-health, was inocu-
lated wi.th hydrophobia today while
making an autopsy of the body of Wll-
l'.am H. il3rsh, the Brooklyn manufac-
turer who died of that disease yester-
day. Dr. Van Giesen scratched his arm
with cne of th* bones from Marsh'sbody. He said lie had been inoculated
before, aud he expressed only annoy-
ance at the acefdent. He went to the
laboratory of the board of-health for
treatment and will go to the Pasteur
institute later. . , .

The extraordinary circumstances at-
tending the death of Marsh. -who died
after having been bitten by his bull-
dog, particularly the warning which he
received from phjsiclans that he was
suffering from hydrophobia and could
live only a few days, resulted today in
an inquiry by Coroner Brewer of
Brooklyn, who went to the Marsh home
this afternoon, accompanied by Dr. Van
Giesen. Miss. Edna D. Thompson, a
stenographer for Marsh, was bitten by
the dog which Is supposed to \u25a0\u25a0 have
caused Marsh's death. Miss Thompson
was treated at the Pasteur institute on
Tuesday, but she did not tell the doc-
tors that she had been bitten. Today,
however, she admitted it. '• .

"Iwas about to pet the dog one day,**
said Miss Thompson, "when it Jumped
at my face and bit mp. in the cheek. I
guess there is no danger, though.**
