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CONFERENCE FAILS

Eighth Ballot Shows No Choice,
but Rev. H. S. Stuntz Ap-
pears to Lead

BALTIMORE, May 22.—Balloting for
bishops ‘today consumed much of the
time of the delegates to the Methodist
Jipiscopal general con ference. No choice
was reported as the result of the fifth,
sixth and sevénth ballots and before
the eénd af the day the eighth had been
taken and was in the hands of the
tellers with instructions to report the
result tomorrow. It is said that
eighth ballot resulted in no election,
but shows Rev. H. 8. Stuntz, Rev. Wil-
son 8. Lewis and Rev. W. A, Quavyle in
the leading pilaces in the order” named.

Perhaps the most notable showing of
the ballots was the rapid advance in
the standing of Rev. H. C. Stuntz from
195 votes and eleventh place on the
fourth ballot to third place with 427
votes on the seventh baliot. The lead-
ing colored candidate, Rev. M. C. B.
Mason, withdrew from the contest. Rev.
W. A. Quayle of Chicago advanced to
second place with 450 votes, and though
showing a net loss of nine votes Rev.
Wilson S Lewis of Sioux City, Towa,
took the leading place in the poil, Rev.
Edwin H. Hughes of Greencastle, Ind.,
falling back from the first to the ffth
place in consequence of the loss of 86
votes.
