The
Germans jcarried the matter'dlrectly to
the assembly Instead of consulting local
synods, which, they thought, would not
approve the creation of new presby-
teries In their territory. The general
assembly, decided that final action
would be deferred until the next as-
sembly, so that local synods could .b*:
