French Automobiles Will Be Disqualified if They Start in the
Vanderbilt Cup Race, According to Decison of Paris Club

PARIS, June 2,—The sporting com-
mittee of the Automobile Club of
France decided this afternoon to recos-
nize only the November race under the
Ostend rules of the races now being
authorized by the new Automobile Club
of America. This decision involves the
disqualification of any French auto-
mobile constructor who participates in
the Vanderbilt cup race.

In the Vanderbilt cup race which is
to be run under the auspices of the
American automobile association, the
Automobile Club of America is thus rec-
ognized  as the only officlal association.

NEW YORK, June 2.—The Automo-
bile Club of America has made plans to
hold an automabile race this fall under
the rules for international races which
were adopted at a conference of auto-
mobilists at Ostenq, The American as-
sociation has planned to hold the Van-
derbilt cup race this fall, but the basis
of the regulations for the race are sald
not to be in accerd with the Ostend
rules. The Automobile Club of France
and the Royal automobile ¢lub of Great
Britain both have sent letters to the
Automobile Club of Ameriea declaring
that it would be impossible for French
and British manufaeturers to enter the
same cars in races held under Ostend
rules and in the Vanderbilt cup race.

NAMES TEACHING FORCE

Prof. P. T. Brun of Cornell
Succeeds Dr. Sawyer and
Others Remain
SPECIAL DISPATCH TO THE CALL.

SAN JOSE, June 2,~—~At the last meet-
ing of the trustees of the University
of the Pacific the entire teaching force,
with one exception, was again elected.
The resignation of Dr. W, C. Sawyer,
head of the German department, due to
failing health, whiech was handed in a
month ago, was accepted, the board
making an attempt to get Dr. Sawyer
to reconsider his action.

Prof. P. T. Brun of Cornell universi-
ty, and & brother of the teacher of
French at Stanford university, has been
elected to succeed, Dr. Sawyer, and
Mrs. W. Sawyer, wife of the former
professor, will continue teacher of Ger-
man.

CHEAPER WINE OR
COSTLIER WATER

.By a strange anomaly it appears
that at the wvery moment the Spring
Valley company is trying to increase
the cost of water the viticulturists of
the state have cut the price of wine.
While the city is struggling over the
question of a water supply the wine-
men have, by their action, suggested
a solution by which households may
e supplied from reservoirs of claret
and burgundy instead of from Lake
Merced

The cut in the price of wine ranges
from 2% to 5 cents a gallon and has
been announced through the Califor-

nia wine association. It applies to the
cheaper grades, which comprise 85 per
cent of the trade in this state. The
old and standard vintages are not af-
fected by the reduction in other lipes.

A number of reasons are offered for
the lowver prices. At the offices of the
California wine assoclation it was
stated vyesterday that the trade had
fallen off 35 per cent from last year.
This is attributed to the recent finan-
cial panic, the wawve of prohibition and
the departure for their old homes of

thousands of Italians, who always
.created a steady market in the
eastern states for the California vin-
tages.

As a result of these conditions a sur-
plus of wine had accumulated and com-
petition became very keen among the
California growers. The incoming
crop gives promise of a very large
vield and, confronted by these con-
ditions, the association decided to re-
duce the price and sell the surplus that
had accumulated.

It is the plan of the growers of the
state to prepare the way for the 1908
vintage and if necessary it is under-
stood there will be a further cut in
prices.

Walter Scott, the noted Death valley
miner (Scotty), brought the news of
the finding of the bodies of two men
15 miles northeast of Mesquite springs.
There is every indication that the men
were murdered. They came out from
Indiana 15 years ago in search &f gold
and have been prospecting ever since.

Scott discovered the remains, which
had been badly mutilated by coyotes.

‘Near by were the remains of two bur-

ros and two sorrel horses. There was
plenty of grazing and water in the
vicinity, and the theory is that the men
were first murdered for ‘the money
which they had upon their persons and
the horses were slain to allay sus-
picion,

Relatives in Sacramento, Los Angeles
and Bluffton, Ind., were badly worked
up over the long absence of the Swains,
who were widely known on the desert.
From the description of the remnants
of clothing found on the remains, the
relatives feel positive that the slain
are Swain and his son. They left Los
Angeles last fall for the Death valley
country with the intention of spending
the winter and spring In prospecting.

stahl, a well known market man of
this ecity, Burlingame and Redwood
City, died suddenly of heart trouble in
San Francisco tonight.
