Max L. Rosenfeld, ;president of,the
Automobile Dealers' association, in dis-
cussing what the effect, would be on
the game in California, said: "The
dealers have no possible chance to
choose. They willhave to follow the
dictates of the manufacturers which
they represent. Whoever the manufac-
turers indorse will have to be recog-
nized by the California dealers, so all*
we can do is merely wait for orders.
As it is now, the American automobile
association Is undoubtedly the national
governing body and is doing a 'great
deal of good for the automobile. There
is no question that under the present
circumstances the American automo-
bile association would continue in
power, but we on the coast do not know
how earnest' the members of the Auto-
mobile club inAmerica are in this prop-
osition. If they had gone out to win,
and those who are handling the battle
are the right kind of men, there Is no
question but what they would succeed."

The American automobile association
is the recognised governing body, which
has representation and members in
practically every state in the union.

The telegraphic announcement of the
opening of the battle between the
Automobile club of America and the
American automobile association was
the topic of conversation along "auto-
mobile row yesterday. The local en-
thusiasts are watching the struggle for
supremacy with much interest, as it is
onlyof a late date that the local game
has been placed under the jurisdiction
of the American automobile associa-
tion. LP. Lowe, president of the Cali-
fornia state automobile association and
California representative of the Ameri-
can association, said yesterday that.it
was up to the manufacturers of auto-
mobiles which body would control the
game in the United States. Itis gen-
erally conceded that there must be a
national organization to make univer-
sal rules for competition. There must
be a body to investigate and keep the
eport up to a high standard. .If such
a governing body did not exist it would
be impossible to make records and hold
national and international events which
would be recognized. It was Lowe's
belief that the Automobile club of
America was a club of"very rich men,
who, disputing the right of the- na-
tional body to hold the big events in
the cast, had borne out with a proposi-
tion to try to destroy the power of the
American association.
