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WOMAN SLAYER OF
DOCTOR DEFIANT

—+ |“] Shot Him, but Did No Mur-
der,” Declares Wronged
Young Trained Nurse

NEW YORK, June 8.—Sarah Koten,
the young trained nurse who lured Dr.
Martin W. Auspitz to a house in Har-
lem last night by a false telephone call
and shot him to death, after she had
lain in wait for him for many hours,
declared today that she had no regret
for her act.

“I shot him, but I did not murder
him,” she sald in a cell.

Miss Koten wept as she told her story
in the coroner's court. She sald she
came to America from Russia six
months ago, and secured a position as
nurse in Dr. Auspitz’'s private hospital
last November. Dr, Auspitz, she de-
clared, visited her room in the hospital
and assaulted her. When she found

| that she was to become a mother, she

said, the doctor suggested a criminal
operatlon. but she refused to permit it,

| and left the hospital.

“I had no friends and no money,”
“I was very poor and
could not get work because of my con-
dition. I procured a lawyer and had
Dr. Auspitz brought before the court
of general sessions. My witnesses were
discredited and everything went his
way. After he was acquitted I was ad-
vised to go to the district attorney's
office. There the assistant district .at-
torney told me that inasmuch as the

| case had been tried there was nothing

more to be done.”

Here the young woman broke down,
wept and pulled her hair, striking her
breast with her hands.

“Then,” she continued, “I decided that
if I could get no justice in the courts I
would be my own avenger. I could
have killed him in his own home, but I
feared to do that lest I should injure
some one else. So I decided to call him
into that hallway. I waited and walted
I fired the shot.”

A legal representative of a Hebrew
organization was in court to look after
the woman's Interests. Coroner Har-
burger held Miss Koten without bail to
await the inquest.

THOMAS YOUNG IS
HELD FOR MURDER

Twin Brother Charged as His
Accomplice by Jury at
Inquest

—_—

The problem of which of the two 17
year old Young brothers shot and killed
Patrolman Willlam H. Heins in a Bar-
bary coast riot last Thursdey mornipg
was officlally settled by a coroner's
Jury yesterday, when Thomas Young,
the larger of the brothers, was charged
with murder.

That there might be no escapes for
either on a technicality should this
charge prove wrong, James Young, the
other twin, was charged with being an
accomplice, Since one of the twins shot
down the officer in cold blood each has
vehemently accused his brother of
having sped the bullet, while most of
the witnesses have declared that
Thomas was the guilty one. The
curious likeness which the brothers
bear to each other has complicated this
phase of the case.

District Attorney Langdon took per-
sonal charge of the prosecution of the
case before the jury. After Coroner
Leland had read his charge Langdon
defilned the meaning of “principal” in a
murder case, “accessory’ and “accom-
plice.” He declared that James Young
could not be calleq an accessory, but
could be charged as an accomplice, and
after brief deliberation the jury coin-
cided in this view. The interest dis-
played in the case by Langdon is taken
by the police to indicate that special
effort will be made to send the brothers
to the gallows.

The Young boys were kept separated
and were not allowed to converse with
each other, but they listened to the
proceedings without apparent emotion.
They were guarded by Policemen John
Evatt and John O’'Connor, the men who
arrested them. The parents of the
young criminals were in court, but
heard the proceedings as though they
cared nothing about them.

Detectives Wren and Riordan filed
formal charges of murder against both
men when they were returned to the
prison. They will not be allowed to
communicate with each other until they
are placed upon the witness stand.

TEXTS FAIL TO PAY
RESTAURANTS BILLS

Puritan Company’s Affairs Now
in Hands of Board of
Trade Committee

—_—

Whether an up to date modern res-
taurant can be conducted along lines
suggested by biblical reading and
church ideals and still remain a suc-
cess in a business way Is a question
that seems about to be settled in the
negative, so far as the Puritan restau-
rant company of this city, which con-
trols three restaurants, is concerned.

The affairs of the restaurant com-
pany last week were turned over to
a committee from the board of trade at
a special meeting of that body, at
which the members were petitioned for
an extension in time in the payment of
certain debts that were hanging over
the company. A meeting of the com-
mittee was held yesterday, and an-
other soon will be held to decide what
shall be the fate of the restaurants.
The sums pressed by creditors are sald
to total nearly $50,000, which ‘the com-
pany declares {itself unable to meet.

NOT WHOLLY A SUCCESS

According to the creditors, the Puri-
tan idea has not been an undisputable
business success as a demonstration of
how to run a restaurant., It was
started by George Dennett, who orig-
inated the church idea nine years ago.
Most of the members of the corporation
are church members. W. R. Goodbody,
the present manager, was brought up
as a Quaker. One of the features of
the restaurant, In addition to the qual-
ity of food served, has been the bib-
lical texts hung In frames along the
walls. Here is one of them:

‘“What doth it profit a man if he
galn the whole world and lose his own
soul?”

That 1is the snag agalnst which
Goodbody and the company have
thrown themselves, according to the
creditors. They haven’t been so heed-
ful of making money as they have of
serving a hungry man with good food.
This creed, say the creditors, has not
proved a success as a proposition of
business..
