There
It "or - was spoiled by the- ac-
cumulatidn of grime; giving the :board
an excellent excuse for 'more at higher
rates. The contents of the basement
with the prices and amounts have been
listed- and the grand jury has accurate
means of determining the overcharge
and resultant looting of public funds.

Sabln, ;as,, assistant to the finance
committee of the board, is conversant
with its methods of doing business.
He has explained to the grand jurythe
system, and operation of state laws,
which, gives the' supervisors full con-
trol :of important funds such as the
general and.county infirmary funds.

The accident occurred in Sans Soucipark, near the small palace of Freder-
ick the Great, which is often visited by
tourists. Itso happened that a taxlcab
was standing near by. The emperor
insisted that his wife, in spite of her
desire to remount her horse, return to
the palace in this vehicle. The acci-
dent was caused by the horse stumbling
md falling to his knees.

The imperial plans have been consid-
erably modified as a result of this mis-
hap, and the empress has canceled vari-
ous engagements and .the emperor hasgiven up attending a gala performance
at the opera tonight.
