RUSH PLANS FOR
FIRE PROTECTION

Supervisors Want Work Begun
at Once on Auxiliary
‘Water System

———

5 The supervisors and works board
commissioners are determined to lose
no time in installing the auxiliary
water system for fire protection for
which the electors voted $4,000,000 im
bonds last November. While these
bonds will not be ready to offer for sale
for several months, there is oonglder-
able preliminary work to do in connec-
tion with the system and it will be
taken up within the next few days.

Supervisor Giannini and President
Casey of the works board appeared be-
fore the finance committee yesterday
and. urged that an appropriation of
$10,000 be made to permit of the im-
mediate preparation of the neoessary
working plans. They pointed out that
by having these plans ready by the
time the bond money becomes available
construction work could be started
without delay. The committee took the
same view of the matter and decided to
recommend to the board the desirabil-
ity of making the special appropria-
tion.

Mayor Taglor said yesterday that
when the construction of the auxiliary
system is begun work will be rushed
ahead.

“I am in favor of working day and
night on the system,” said he. *““There
is nQ reason why we should not employ
three shifts of eight hours each on the
work. The street railroads carry on
their construction work at night with
the aid of electric lights and the city
should do likewise. The completion of
the auxiliary system means much to
San Francisco. In addition to giving
us adequate protection against fire it
will cause a material reduction in in-
surance rates. This reduction in insur-
ance charges will more than offset the
increase in taxation to meet the prin-
cipal and interest on the bonds.”

ASKS PAY FOR TEACHERS

Attorney Urges Cuts in Salaries
Be Made Good Now

the big ‘fire. Mann also® asked that

the night school teachers, who did no
work at all during the first few months
following the disaster, be paid their
full salaries. He contended that they
were subject to the call of the school
department ag all times and according-
ly were entitled to recompense. The
day teachers, who had agreed to re-
ductions in their salaries to assist the
city to recover from the blow, were, in
Mann's opinion, entitled to the portion
of their salaries waived by them at
that time.

“Why did not the teachers apply to
the old board for their money?”’ asked
Murphy.

“Because Jim Gallagher, who was at
the head of the finance committee,
threatened to fire all of them if they
did and they wanted to hold their po-
sitions,” replied Mann.

The committee took the application
under advisement.

Thornwell Mullally asked that the
United Railroads be granted 30 days

i more time in which to file the 1907 re-

port, showing what sum the company
owes the city for percentage under the
terms of its franchises, Mullally said
that Secretary Willcutt, who is pre-
paring the report, is absent from the
city and that he would require some
time to get it in shape after his re-
turn.

The committee agreed to a two
weéks' continuance and informed Mul-
lally that the report must be filed with
the supervisors before June 30, the end
of the present fiscal year.

The committee appropriated $10,000
to pay the city's share of the June san-
itary expenses, but refused to make
any allowance for July.

The report will be made to the board
recommending that the care of the new
automobile and Sloat boulevards be
turned over to the park commissioners.

UNCOVER LOST SEWERS

Contractor Discovers Pipes in
Streets Not Recorded

The work of the city engineer's
office is badly hampered by the loss of
valuable maps and books, which were
burned in the big fire. There is no
record of the streets that are sewered
and as a result citizens and contractors
are often put to unnecessary expense.
Some weeks ago Mahony Brothers,
sewer constructors, were granted a per-
mit by the works board to lay a sewer
in Fourteenth avenue between L street
and Rallroad avenue at the expense
of the property owners. A gang of
laborers commenced work on the job
vesterday morning and had been dig-
ging in L street for less than an hour,
when they uncovered a manhole that
had been buried under two feet of
earth. The discovery of the manhole
led to an investigation and it was
found that the street contained a sewer.
When it was laid is not known. None
of the residents in thé neighborhood
had any recollection of its existence,
and there is no record of it in the en-
gineer's office.

In following up the sewer the work-
men uncovered another manhole and
two cess pools at the crossing of Rail-
road avenue, which were buried under
four feet of earth and a layer of basalt
blocks.

Mahony Brothers, who had the con-
tract to construct the sewer in L street,
paid for advertising the work in the
official paper and in addition had other
expenses to meet, and unless the city
returns this money to them they will
be considerably out of pocket.

A few days ago workmen who were
excavating in Valencia street opposite
the old cable power house unearthed
a manhole and sewer that were burled
under two layers of bitumen, several
feet of earth and a surfacing of basalt
rocks. As in-Mahony Brothers’ case
there is no record of that sewer and
manhole in the engineer’'s office. Sev-
eral sewers have been found in the
Western addition that are not on record
and it 1s belleved that many more will
be uncovered.

RAMBLER DRIVER'S
HARD LUCK STORY

Tells of Arrest for Speeding in
Trying to Make Record
to Los Angeles

An interesting letter was recelved
yesterday by The Cdll from Ben Har-
vey, whose Rambler car is now trying
to lower the San Francisco to Los An-
geles record, concerning his experi-
ences with the officials in the southern
part of the state. He says: “As you
doubtless know before this time I was

arrested by the sheriff of San Luls|

Obispo county on our arrival at San
Luis on the morning of the 10th inst,
at 11:47 o'clock, and prevented from
proceeding further in our effort to
lower the official record time between
San Francisco and Los Angeles. As
you will see, our time from San Fran-
cisco to San Luis was 7 hours 43 min-
utes. We placed our car in the auto
garage at this place and had it ex-
amined by the newspaper representa-
tives of the town, together with auto-
mobile men, whose names we can fur-
nish. This was done for the purpose
of proving, if necessary, that our car
was unmarred, the bonnet seal unbro-
ken, and the car able to proceed on
the last lap of the journey. I feel, in
all fustice and honor, that we are en-
titled to proceed from hera (San Luis)
and shall, accordingly, be started by
the newspaper representatives at 4 a.
m. tomorrow, Friday, June 12, to com-
plete the record run from San Francisco
to Los Angeles, which has already been
announced in your newspaper of June
10. It may be a little amusing to you,
and especially to automobile users, to
know that I was arrested on the com-
plaint sworn to by the township con-
stable of Paso Robles, the complaint
being for ‘violating the state speed
law,” which, perhaps, is the first case
on this complaint in this state. Let
me say there never was a time, be-
tween San Francisco and San Lais,
when my speedometer indicated above
52 miles per hour, and that could
only happen on a perfectly straight,
smooth stretch of road, yet they timed
me from Paso Robles to San Luis, over
steep and very dangerous grades, at
a rate of speed that would meke a
shooting star look as if it was going
the other way. f'or instance, five min-
utes after I passed through Paso Robles
at a speed of from 55 to 70 miles per
hour, I am alleged to have passed
through Templeton, seven miles away,
and Santa Margarita, 21 miles away,
indicating I did the stunt in 27 minutes.
With the evidence so convinecingly col-
lossal, in the state's favor, I pleaded
guilty to the charges as preferred, was
‘let off easy,” paid my fine of $20, and
am now ready to proceed to Los An-
geles. I have every confldénce that
my Rambler car will clip an hour off
Nelson’'s time and come through with
the bonnet seal unbroken.”
