Secretary of the Interior Finds
Islands Prosperous and
Contented

“No Important Recommenda-
tions,” Says Cabinet Mem-

“I have no important recommenda-
tions to make. The Hawaiian islands
are in a happy and prosperous condi-
tion.” In these words James R. Gar-
fleld, secretary of the interior, who re-
turned to San Francisco on the cruiser
St. Louis last night, .after a month’'s
inspection of. the Hawailian islands,
summed up the result of his tour. To
all questions was given the same an-
swer.

“There is no trouble,” said he. . “The
Japanese question seems to have set-
tled itself.
American rule and the r
tions that I will make wil
any importance.”"

As to what these recommendations
would be he refused to say.

“I cannot make pablic’ my recom-
mendations at this time,” he announced.
