Joe Gans and G. L. Rickard
each hereby post the sum of $1,000 in the
hands of John T. Clark "to bind this agreement
until the firet Installment of the $30,000 purse
is posted by G. L. Rickard. In the event of
either contestants or club falling to comply withany of the provisions of this agreement, said
forfeits shall be decided by the stake holder.Upon the posting of the first Installment of
$10,000 of the purse it shall act as a forfeiton the part of G. L. Rickard to post the re-maining $20,000 on the date above mentioned.
