When she stepped
out of the ferry building her attention
was called to her dress.

The man who spattered Mrs. Ford
was very bold and had to literally
squeeze himself into the seat between
her and another woman. During the
time he sat there Mrs. Ford studied
him. According to her description he
looked like a Russian Jew, about 5 feet
6 inches tall and weighing 150 pounds.
He wore a shabby dark sack suit,
black derby hat and a small diamond
ring on the second finger of his left
hand.

ROW OVER ESTATE
OF SOCIETY WOMAN

A contest has developed over the ad-
ministration of the estate of Mrs. Hen-
rietta McLaughlin McEnery, with her
husband in San Francisco and her rela-
tives in Salt Lake City as the dis-
putants. Dr. William A. McEnery, the
administrator and chief beneficiary un-
der his wife's will, had planned to go
to England before the end of the month,
but an attachment was Issued yesterday
by Judge HMunt, which will keep the
physician in San Francisco. He has
been ordered to appear in court on June
20 to reply to charges made by the
Utah relatives of his late wife.

Mrs. McEnery, who was well known
in society in San Francisco, died a
year ago leaving an estate valued at
$300,000. Not long after there was
some trouble over the guardianship
of Mrs. McEnery's daughter,
Lois McLaughlin, but the matter was
amicably adjusted and she was given
into the care of her stepfather.

There was no further trouble until
yesterday when Attorney W. C. Crit-
tenden, acting for the Utah relatives,
appeared before Judge Hunt and
charged that Dr. McEnery proposed to
leave the state in order to avoid the
payment of the claims of his clients.
The judge ordered that the physician

be forbidden to depart pending the set-'

tlement of the trouble.

It was charged that a process server
had been unable to serve Dr. McEnery
with papers at his home at 2100 Broad-
way and that the doctor was endeavor-
ing to get away secretly. Dr. Mec-
Enery denies the charges made against
him and states that they have been
instituted by one of the McLaughlins
of Salt Lake City. This man, says
McEnery, has a claim of $2,000 against
the estate which he has refused to pay.

“The inwardness of this proceeding.,”
asserted McEnery last night, “is that
McLaughlin had learned that on my
way to England I was to stop over at
Salt Lake and have proceedings taken
to force him to surrender to the pro-
bate court of San Francisco property
of my stepdaughter, Isabelle McLaugh-
lin, and also to compel an accounting
in the estate of D. C. McLaughlin,
which he controls through his lawyer
as administrator. Also that I was
about to bring suit as executor of the
estate of Henrietta McEnery &gainst
his brother, James McLaughlin, for
assets of the estate held by him.

“All debts of the estate of Henrietta
McEnery have been pald. I have paid
legacies amounting to over $18000.
The only remaining legacy is that of
McLaughlin. I do not propose to pay
this unless ordered by the ourt until
this man accounts properly to the es-
tate.”

McEnery states that he Nhad placed
$7,000 with his attorney, Gavin Mec-
Nab, as a guarantee of the security of
this claim, but that this did not appear
to satisfy McLaughlin.

After all claims have been met three-
fourths of the residue of the estate
will go to the physician and one-
fourth to his stepdaughter. ;

Dr. McEgery was sued for breach of
promise some monthg ago by Miss
Edith Evans, a London nurse. He says
that the present movement against
him -has been instituted by the same
parties who prompted Miss Evans to
fille her charges and that it is part of
a general plan to annoy him.
